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Introduction 
 

On the outset, I want to say that I do 
not believe that America has replaced 
Israel or the Church; or that Jesus Christ is 
coming again to establish any American 
form of governmental system in the earth. 
He is coming again to establish a 
monarchy of which He will rule as 
sovereign King over all forms of 
government. Every knee shall bow… 

 
With that said, I do believe that 

God’s providential hand guided our 
forefathers in establishing this great 
Nation.  I do believe that Christians and 
Jews, especially the clergy, have a biblical 
and historical obligation and 
responsibility to local, state and national 
government. By the term clergy, I include 
all pastors, priests and rabbis.  

 
I believe the present moral crisis in 

our culture is due to the absence of the 
Church’s redeeming influence as salt and 
light in every institution in our society, 
especially during the past 100 years, to 
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which this book addresses what I believe 
to be a few of the biblical, historical and 
political reasons why. 

 
I deal with two main issues: 

Separation of Church and State and 
Abortion.  These two issues have been 
intertwined from the Garden and still face 
the Church today.  They are spiritual and 
not political in nature. Satan and his seed 
have succeeded in deceiving the Church 
into accepting the idea that these are 
political ideas and therefore the American 
Church has no say in determining her 
place (a woman’s choice) in today’s 
society. I guess that’s what started it all – 
a woman’s choice. It will be a woman and 
her seed that will settle these issues once 
and for all.  That woman is the Church! 

 
What began in the Garden of Eden 

is settled in the book of Revelation.  
Separation is the tactic of Satan.  Sin 
separates. Divide and conquer. The wages 
of sin is death. These are the signs of our 
enemy. Follow them and you will follow 
his trail and know his plans.  Until you 
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identify your enemy you cannot defeat 
him. There will be no victory. 

 
The dominion given to man by God 

in the Garden is over the earth and the 
works of His creation. This is the first 
establishment of Church and State. 
Though man fell in Genesis three, God’s 
eternal plan of Church and State is 
restored in Revelation 21. There will be 
no separation between them. 

 
In order to prevent the seed of the 

woman from bruising his head (Genesis 
3:15), Satan will stop at nothing to abort 
God’s eternal plan for the woman and her 
seed. 

 
The political and social turmoil in 

America is a spiritual crisis. Its solution is 
not economic or political, but spiritual.  If 
America does not soon experience a 
moral and spiritual turn around she faces 
unprecedented times of calamity of her 
own choosing. 
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The Republic’s last line of defense is 
the Church and her clergy.  They are 
sound asleep!  They hit the snooze button 
fifty years ago and are oblivious to the 
obvious.  There must be an awakening 
among the clergy as to their role in the 
nation.   

 
A wandering nation of Israel 

crossed the river Jordan and entered the 
promise land by following holy priests 
carrying the Ark of God’s government 
upon their shoulders.  The nation 
followed those priests and marched 
around Jericho with the Ark before them.  
They watched the walls of their enemies 
come tumbling down as the priests 
sounded the trumpets.    

 
But 400 years after leaving Egypt 

her priests forgot their place in Israel’s 
society and tolerated sin among the 
people and the clergy, as was the case 
with Eli and his sons.  That same Ark of 
the Covenant which entered the promise 
land on the shoulders of anointed priests 
left the nation by the uncircumcised 
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hands of the Philistines.  The glory of the 
Lord departed.  The election of a socialist 
King Saul was the result of the priests 
abdicating their place in Israel’s 
government and society. 

 
No other profession had a greater 

influence upon the shaping of America 
than her clergy.  400 years ago our 
forefathers left Europe and landed on 
Plymouth Rock seeking a promise land to 
worship God in freedom.  Like Israel we 
are facing a choice – God’s way or 
socialism – 400 years later. 

 
America needs a Hannah (a 

woman) who will pray and give birth to a 
prophet man-child Samuel – a preacher 
who will anoint a political leader like 
David who will restore the Presence of 
God’s Ark back to His rightful place in 
America’s government and culture 
bringing a revival of worship back to our 
nation.

separation.  We have fallen for the lies of 
the enemy.

used to support my premise.  Regardless 
of how fine a stroke one wishes to use, or 
depth of detail one goes, I believe the crux 
of the matter is sound and relevant to the 
solutions for the crisis we face as a 
Church and a nation. 

 
America is at a turning point.  The 

elections of 2012 are not about 
Republican or Democrat, conservative or 
liberal, but about repentance or defiance. 
America initially turned to God in the 
months following 9/11 but in the decade 
since we have abandoned God in a 
wholesale manner.   

 
The targets of 9/11 were our 

financial center and military strength – 
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the Twin Towers and the Pentagon.  It is 
widely believed that our Capitol was the 
target of the terrorist who hijacked 
United Airline’s Flight 93.  Had it not been 
for the heroic actions of a few patriots 
they may have succeeded. 

 
Seven years after those attacks, on 

October 9, 2008, God shook our economic 
foundations as the Stock Market crashed 
777 points, but we have stiffened our 
resolve even more.  What else must God 
do to call this nation to her knees in 
repentance – to turn from our evil ways? 

 
On Tuesday, August 23, 2011, a 5.8 

magnitude earthquake shook 
Washington, D.C., cracking the 
Washington Monument and shaking the 
National Cathedral – two symbols of 
America’s politics and religion.

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In the past two years I have worked 
on several county and statewide prayer 
rallies organizing churches to pray for the 
moral and political direction of America – 
for the Church to pray for the State which 
we are scripturally commanded to do. 

 
I exhort therefore, that, first 

of all, supplications, prayers, 
intercessions, and giving of thanks, 
be made for all men; 

2 For kings, and for all that 
are in authority; that we may lead a 
quiet and peaceable life in all 
godliness and honesty. 

3 For this is good and 
acceptable in the sight of God our 
Savior, 1 Timothy 2:1-2.   
 
To my utmost surprise I found the 

most resistance to the idea from, of all 
professions, preachers.  Here’s a sampling 
of their responses: 
 
“I’ll not get into bed with politics!” 
 
“The church has no business in politics!” 
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“I’m a citizen of one kingdom and that’s 
the church!” 
 
“My kingdom is not of this world, Jesus 
said!” 
 
“Render unto Caesar the things that are 
Caesar’s and unto God…” 
 
“I vote and I feel that’s my only duty as a 
citizen!” 
 
“Politics has no place in the pulpit!” 
 
“Separation of church and state!” 
 

I wonder what planet these 
preachers are living on. Don’t they realize 
– everything is political.  

 
Last night I got into bed with 

politics: I laid my head down on a pillow 
that had a tag sewn into it that reads do 
not remove under the penalty of law.  That 
tag is the most annoying thing, but I dare 
not remove it for fear of going to jail.   
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This morning I woke up from a poor 
night’s sleep (due to that dang tag in my 
ear) and started my day with a bowl of 
corn flakes made with federally 
subsidized corn and poured government 
regulated homogenized milk over them in 
a FDA tested lead-free cereal bowl.  It was 
a full-blown political convention at the 
breakfast table complete with snap, 
crackle and pop!  

 
I then finished up the morning by 

flushing my EPA hydro-regulated toilet.  It 
was a political movement I assure you.  I 
got into my bailed-out, union built, GM 
(Government Motors) automobile and 
proceeded under government restraints 
down a state paved highway to deliver my 
Sunday’s sermon to a congregation of 
citizens of another kingdom. 
 
 But as I pulled into the church 
parking lot I realized the pastor couldn’t 
park in his customary spot by the front 
door because the ADA requires so many 
handicapped spaces. The government was 
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now telling me where I couldn’t park in 
my own  parking lot! 
 

As we passed the plate everyone 
put their 501c3 tax-exempt, deductible, 
but non-designated offering into the plate. 
 After a few verses of “This is My Father’s 
World,” it was time to preach.  I’m behind 
my pulpit now.  I have the mantle and 
authority to speak freely about the soon 
coming Kingdom of God. I am on holy 
ground to uncompromisingly deliver the 
Word of God; as long as I don’t offend or 
condemn someone’s lifestyle by calling it 
sin - that’s politically incorrect and called 
hate speech. I could go to jail for that!   
 

I’m not allowed to preach about 
political issues; there’s that clause 
somewhere in the Constitution about 
“separation of church and state.” In fact, I 
could go to jail for preaching about 
politics!  Besides, how could I further the 
kingdom of God from a jail cell?  Revival 
never started from a jail cell, right!? 
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 Don’t tell me for one minute that 
the church isn’t in bed with politics.  It’s 
been in bed with politics for so long it 
smells like, as we would say in East Texas, 
you’ve been to a whorehouse on Saturday 
night.  The perfume of Babylon has so 
intoxicated church leaders to the point 
they are terrified at what the government 
might take away from them if they don’t 
obey those in authority over you. 
 
 If my East Texas colloquialism is a 
bit too strong, I apologize but everything 
is political because everything is 
controlled by policy.  And policy dictates 
everything.  The Church is lying to herself 
to say she will not get in bed with politics.  
Let’s be honest, we all reek of Babylon’s 
perfume but we refuse to talk about the 
800 pound woman who’s been sleeping in 
our bed, much less pray that she gets 
saved! 
 

What will our Bridegroom think 
when He smells a strange perfume on our 
garments?  Identify anything the church 
involves itself with that isn’t controlled by 
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politics or policy, from the corporate laws 
that govern its denominational empires to 
hate speech laws now censoring our 
sermons.  
 

Please forgive my sarcasm, but I am 
angry; not at the preachers or the church, 
but at the situation.  How did things get to 
this point in the American Church that the 
clergy who were most instrumental in the 
founding of this great nation become like 
Gideon hiding behind a well when as 
never before our country needs us to be 
mighty men of valor?  Where are the 
American pastors?   

 
Will the fight for our remaining 

religious liberties be left to literally 300 
men of God who will rise up in this crucial 
hour?  I pray not, but if that be; may God 
grant us His grace to blow the trumpet, 
reveal the light and shout the sword of the 
Lord and Gideon! Consider this my fleece 
before God. May it be wet with dew come 
morning. 
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In the course of the past two years I 
began questioning the reluctance of so 
many preachers in becoming politically 
(though not partisan) involved with just 
praying for the direction of our nation.  
Besides the already mentioned quotes, I 
thought maybe it’s a denominational 
issue, or that the idea for the events did 
not originate within their think groups?   
 

Maybe it was simply that I was a 
small fish in a big pond promoting a novel 
idea – Come Pray With Me - and folks 
were just being cautious.  I could 
understand that.  Some preachers were 
honest with me, I’ll give them credit, and 
in that they did not want to potentially 
offend half their congregation and see 
people leave (along with their tithes and 
offerings). 
  

But when Texas Governor Rick 
Perry (obviously no small fish) issued his 
proclamation for a national day of prayer 
and fasting and these very same 
statements and arguments were being 
voiced, not just locally but now nationally, 
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I knew there had to be something beneath 
these superficial excuses that had 
influenced the church and especially its 
clergy to adapt this most inconsistent 
behavior with the clergy’s historical role 
in American politics.   

 
It was JoAnn’s and my privilege to 

work in a modest way on the Mobilization 
Team for The Response USA held on 
August 6, 2011, in Houston, Texas, at the 
Reliant Stadium.  We spent the final week 
of preparation working with Dr. Doug 
Stringer and his wonderful staff at his 
offices of Somebody Cares International in 
Houston. 

 
I had notice all along that church 

members in general supported these 
prayer rallies. I was always being asked, 
“Will you come talk to my pastor, I cannot 
get him to come.” The resistance was 
coming from the pulpits not the pews. 
 

I am reminded of the great sermon 
Charles Finney preached on December 4, 
1873, The Pulpit Is Responsible. “Brethren, 
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if the world loses its interest in religion, 
the pulpit is responsible for it. If Satan 
rules in our halls of legislation, the pulpit 
is responsible for it. If our politics become 
so corrupt that the very foundations of 
our government are ready to fall away, 
the pulpit is responsible for it. Let us not 
ignore this fact, my dear brethren; but let 
us lay it to heart, and be thoroughly 
awake to our responsibility in respect to 
the morals of this nation.”   

 
Finney’s preaching epitomizes the 

attitude and role of America’s clergy from 
our founding until the 1960’s.  So what 
has taken place in the last 50 years to 
frighten today’s clergy into hiding and 
their voice being silenced in the political 
arena? 
 

The same preachers who used the 
arguments of “separation of church and 
state, render unto Caesar, and we must 
obey the government” to not participate 
in the first church-initiated rallies were 
now using the same arguments when it is 
Caesar summoning the church to pray  for 
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Rome. The State was asking the Church – 
Come Pray for Me!  You can’t have it both 
ways; which is it going to be? 

   
It seems obvious to me, the clergy 

does not want in the fight at all. We have 
abdicated our role as moral leaders of the 
nation to the progressive Socialists 
beating the drum of separation of church 
and state and to the educators of the 
public schools system.  These agnostics 
are now forming the values of our 
nation’s youth. But why the silence, the 
separation, when the clergy stands the 
most to lose? 
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Chapter Two: 
Separation of Church and State: 

Constitutional Argument or 
Propaganda Strategy? 
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Propaganda is simply twisting the 
truth ever so slightly to achieve your goal 
in changing people’s attitudes and actions 
so you can implement your goals. 
 
 It’s presented by the Left as a 
Constitutional argument: Separation of 
Church and State. Strange how the Left 
conveniently picks and chooses when to 
defend and uphold the Constitution – 
always to their advantage.  But maybe it’s 
not a Constitutional argument at all. 
Maybe it’s just the slickest slogan of the 
greatest propaganda campaign strategy 
ever launched against the American 
church.  I believe the latter is the case.  
Unfortunately, the clergy have swallowed 
the bait - propaganda hook, Communist 
line and political sinker.

tip his hand to what  ÈÅȭÓ doing. 
 

Why is Separation of Church and 
State the rallying cry of every liberal, 
atheistic, socialist organization and media 
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outlet in the world?  Every time the 
church has reluctantly emerged from its 
shell of capitulation into political waters it 
only retreats in ignorance at the first note 
of this libelous chorus.  

 
Say something long enough and loud 
enough and often enough, the people 

will believe it.  
 
 Any serious student of American 
history knows that separation of church 
and state never appears in the 
Constitution.  Jefferson never meant the 
phrase to be interpreted as it is today and 
used as a Constitutional principle to force 
the expression of religion from the public 
arena. Just the opposite is the case.  The 
First Amendment is to guarantee that the 
State does not infringe upon the rights of 
the Church and prohibit public expression 
of religion. 
 

No doubt of the 56 signers of the 
Declaration and some 250 of the 
recognized Founding Fathers, Jefferson 
and Franklin were indeed the two least 
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religious.  However, in November of 1800, 
when America moved into her new 
Capitol one of the first issues addressed 
by Congress was to approve the use of the 
new Capitol as a church on Sundays. The 
bill was signed and approved by 
President Thomas Jefferson who attended 
church there regularly for 8 years. 
President Jefferson also ordered the 
Marine Band to play during the worship. 
(Records of Congress, December 4, 1800 & David 
Barton)

Jefferson not understand? 
 

If Jefferson and Franklin were the 
“least religious” of the founding fathers, 
how religious were the remaining?  After 
reading some of their thoughts from their 
own pens I discovered that most all our 
founding fathers were godly spiritual 
giants.  I’m not sure any of us clergy today 
could walk in their shoes. President John 
F. Kennedy once told a gathering of state 
leaders at a White House dinner, “Never 
has there been so much wisdom and 
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intelligence gathered in this room other 
than when Jefferson dined here alone.” 
 
 Why has Satan chosen this theme to 
ballyhoo the church?  Why is this 
particular issue the one the Left has 
twisted and history’s revisionist 
(beginning in the 1920’s) perverted to 
neuter the clergy as mere eunuchs?  We 
constantly hear the argumentative 
statement from the Left: The Constitution 
doesn’t say that! 
 

The more I questioned the basis for 
their obvious erroneous line, the more I 
began to listen to my own preaching.  Is 
the devil tipping his hand, and if so, 
what does he know?  What should I be 
looking for? Remember the story of Briar 
Rabbit, Whatever you do, don’t throw me 
in that briar patch.  

 
Satan never originates, he only 

imitates.  He is always coveting what 
belongs to God. “I will be like God.”  From 
the beginning in the Garden of Eden he 
coined the slickest slogan to kick off his 
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propaganda campaign against the 
Kingdom of God: Hath God said?  Is this 
really what God meant?   

 
Twist it and Shout it! That’s Satan’s 

strategy. Today the argument is still the 
same - The Constitution doesn’t mean that!

The Argument of Separation of Church 
and State ÂÅÇÁÎ ÉÎ ÔÈÅ 'ÁÒÄÅÎ ÁÎÄ ÉÔȭÓ 
been the same old game ever since! 
 
 My premise: If I were surveying for 
a highway predetermined to reach a 
destination 700 miles away and my 
theodolite resting upon its tripod was just a 
fraction of a degree off at my starting 
point, by the time I went 700 miles out I 
would be nowhere near my predestined 
point.  But if my instruments and bearings 
are correct at the start I will hit my mark 
in the distance.  So it is with my survey of 
this issue of Separation of Church and 
State.   
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I believe God reveals His perfect 
plan for man in Genesis 1-2 and that I can 
see in Revelation 21-22 His perfect plan 
fulfilled some 7000 years down the road.  
I believe these two points, the beginning 
and the end, are accurately fixed points in 
God’s Word.   
 

Therefore, I can draw a straight line 
between those two fixed points and 
should be able to see and understand the 
events of history at any point along that 
line and know where they are leading. 
That is of course, if God is in charge of 
history. (That is my assumption.) 
  
 Once I identify the players, the 
issues and initial causes for the rebellion 
in Genesis 3, and what the prize of this 
conflict is about, I should understand the 
conflict we face today with separation of 
church and state.  We’ll see. 
 
 From the Garden the propaganda 
line has always been about separation: 
separate man from the plan.   The first 
man Adam was, I believe, a foreshadow of  
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Christ (the head of the Church) and Eve a 
beautiful picture of His Bride (the Church, 
which came forth from his side).   
  

Satan’s Plan: separate man and 
woman from the dominion God gave them 
over the state of affairs for the whole 
earth!  In other words: separation of 
church and state.  And you thought 
Jefferson came up with the idea. 
 
 Unfortunately, in the garden man 
lost his title as Head of State to Satan, who 
is now the god of this world.  What man 
lost, the dominion of God’s creation, Satan 
gained through lies, deception and 
usurpation.  His campaign strategy would 
never change.  The first instance of 
Separation of Church and State happened 
in the Garden of Eden and was the plan of 
Lucifer. 
 
 Before continuing, let us consider 
what earth might be like if man had not 
sinned. It would have remained exactly as 
we read in the first two chapters of 
Genesis: God (most reasonably the pre-
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incarnate Christ) would still walk and 
fellowship with man in paradise; man 
would be in charge of the earth’s bio and 
eco systems with no extinction or 
pollution problems; and all man’s social, 
economic and domestic troubles would be 
non-existence. This is exactly what is 
described in Revelation 21-22.  (Today 
Socialism and Progressives are using bio 
and eco problems to gain control of the 
State.)  
 
 Man sinned in chapter three and 
things fell apart from there; however, 
(and this is a BIG HOWEVER), we find in 
the last two chapters of the Bible, 
Revelation 21-22, the earth is restored to 
Genesis 1-2 conditions: there is a new 
heaven and earth, Christ sits on His 
throne with His bride (The Church) ruling 
all nations (The State), and all the social, 
economic and domestic problems of 
mankind are solved.  
 
 What God intended in Genesis 1-2 
(a perfect Church and State), He achieves 
in Revelation 21-22: State and Church are 
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ONE!  So from Genesis 3 to Revelation 19, 
the struggle between good and evil is 
about this one issue: Which “Church” will 
rule the “State.”     
 
 There are only two men 
represented in the Bible: Adam and Jesus. 
Adam is the image of all fallen men; 
whereas Jesus, the fullness of the Godhead 
bodily, is the firstborn of all redeemed 
men. 

 
You are either in one or the other.  

You were born first in Adam under his 
curse, but when you are born again you 
become a new man in Christ redeemed 
from that curse!  Only one of these men is 
going in the rapture – Jesus.  If you ain’t in 
Jesus, you ain’t going!  Adam will be the 
one man left behind. 
 
 There are only two women 
represented in the Bible – the Whore and 
the Bride.  Adam is in bed with the Whore.  
Jesus is married to the Bride. These two 
women, I believe, represent the apostate 
State Church and the true Christ Church.  
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These are the two women of 
Revelation – the Bride and the Whore. It’s 
the same serpent and the same woman of 
Genesis 3.  It’s the same conflict as in the 
Garden – who’s going to have dominion 
over the earth? 
 

This is the ultimate struggle against 
the anti-Christ and Christ at the Battle of 
Armageddon.  And we know who will 
win!  So if we can agree on what God 
intended in the beginning and what God 
will have in the end – a perfect Church 
and State, why can’t we understand what 
the fight is about in the interim?  Church 
and State!  

 
I’m not overlooking the salvation of 

sinful man. That too, however, is directly 
related to our topic. Redemption not only 
cleanses man of his sin, but restores to 
him the dominion given Adam in the 
Garden. Redemption remedies man’s 
problem of sin while the authority of 
Jesus’ name and the power of the Holy 
Ghost restores God’s plan for the 
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dominion of the Church over the works of 
God’s finger – Church over State! 
 
 Yet, what amazes me is that though 
most of the evangelical church agrees on 
the outcome of the book of Revelation – 
Church and State become one under 
Christ and His Church -  there is a TOTAL 
DISCONNECT when it comes to our 
understanding of occupy till I come (Luke 
19:13). 
 

If you are Satan, you stick with what 
works!  

 
 So why is the Left (those who will 
be left at the rapture) 6000 years later 
still rallying around the banner of 
Separation of Church and State?  Because 
it’s always been the plan and the 
propaganda strategy!   
 
 However, God’s eternal plan 
(Ephesians 3:9-11) is that there is no 
separation of His Church from His State. 
Please note that it is an eternal plan , one 
secret of God kept hidden from before the 
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earth’s foundations.  It is Plan A, there is 
no Plan B.  So let’s get with the plan! 
 

9 And to make all men see what is 
the fellowship of the mystery, 
which from the beginning of the 
world hath been hid in God, who 
created all things by Jesus Christ: 
10 To the intent that now unto the 
principalities and powers in 
heavenly places might be known by 
the church the manifold wisdom of 
God, 
11 According to the eternal purpose 
which he purposed in Christ Jesus 
our Lord: 

 
 God’s eternal plan has always been 
the Church. It has ALWAYS BEEN 
PURPOSED IN CHRIST. It has never been 
about Adam. Adam’s name is not even 
mentioned in this passage.  God never had 
any expectations for Adam.  God’s 
expectations for man were ALWAYS IN 
JESUS.   
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Jesus fulfilled the expectations of 
God for man from before the foundations 
of the earth.  The works (ALL WORKS) 
were complete in Christ before the 
foundations of the earth.  God made Adam 
to maintain the works not create his own 
or imitate God’s. 

 
What God saw in Jesus  
He was forming  in Adam! 
 

When God was forming (squeezing – 
Hebrew) Adam from the dust of the 
garden’s floor He was looking at Jesus.  
Jesus was the pattern Son!  God formed 
Adam in the image of Jesus.  God would 
look at Jesus then form Adam.    Look at 
Jesus some more then form Adam some 
more. 

 
All the while God was forming 

Adam He was looking at Jesus.  All the 
while God was forming Adam He knew 
Adam would sin and come short of the 
glory of God.  "ÕÔ 'ÏÄ ×ÁÓÎȭÔ looking  at 
Adam, God was looking  at Jesus, the 
author and finisher of our faith. What God 
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saw in Jesus He was forming in Adam! 
What God saw in Jesus was complete, 
perfect and finished - eternal.  But what 
God was forming in Adam was in a state of 
transformation (dust to a living soul), a 
work in progress. The completed works of 
Christ were being formed (squeezed) in 
Adam by the hand of God. The completed 
plan is being formed in us, the Church, by 
the hand of God – Apostles, Prophets, 
Evangelists, Pastors and Teachers!  

 
My little children, of whom I travail 

in birth again until Christ be formed in you, 
Galatians 4:19. 

 
By faith God knew that though the 

first man would fail, the new man would 
succeed. 

 
That’s how God works – by faith!  

God knew that though Adam would sin, 
Jesus would be the sacrifice (Rev.13:8), 
though Adam would be lost Jesus would 
redeem him, though Adam would become 
a stranger Jesus would make of the two 
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ONE NEW MAN!  God knew all this before 
the foundation of the earth. 

 
There in the garden God formed 

Adam from the dust of the earth, made 
him just like Jesus, so that one day, 
through the eternal sacrifice of the cross, 
God could make the man of earth ONE 
with the man of Heaven.  That the eternal 
spirit of God could take up residence in 
him. Thy Kingdom come… in earth as it is 
in Heaven… Father that they may be one in 
us… He that is joined to the Lord is one 
spirit…But we see Jesus! 

 
Jesus is the Author and the Finisher 

of Faith – ALL FAITH – God’s faith and my 
faith too.  Before the foundation of the 
earth God the Father was looking to His 
Son as the COMPLETOR OF HIS WORKS. 
And He will complete that which concerns 
me.  He will finish that good thing He 
started in me because God is not looking 
at ME, He is looking to Jesus!  What God 
sees in Jesus He is forming in ME! 
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I am a new creature in CHRIST.  I 
am being transFORMED into His image 
and likeness as I LOOK TO HIM.  Who are 
we looking at today to solve our 
problems?  Are we looking at Adam or are 
we looking to Jesus?  I feel like preaching! 

 
What is formed (worked out) in 

Adam cannot bring any solutions unless it 
is first seen (complete) in Christ.  If our 
expectations are in Adam we will always 
be disappointed, but if we are looking at 
Jesus and He is our expectation then we 
will be more than conquerors. 
 

My soul, wait thou only upon God; for 
my expectation is from him .  Psalm 62:5 

 
God will use the Church of Jesus 

Christ to display His wisdom to all 
powers, principalities and governments 
both in Heaven and on earth. Thy kingdom 
come, Thy will be done on earth as it is in 
heaven.  When Jesus Christ returns the 
kingdoms of this world are become the 
kingdoms of our Lord and of his Christ and 
he shall reign forever and ever.   
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The New Man Christ will restore 
God’s Plan of CHURCH and STATE.  Jesus 
will come again as THE ULTIMATE 
POLITICIAN – King of kings and Lord of 
lords. The Ark of His government will be 
upon His shoulder and the shoulder of the 
Church. Together with Christ, the Church 
will rule The State.  This is not PC but it is 
most assuredly BC (Biblically Correct).

In the wilderness temptation, 
Satan’s twist and shout propaganda 
strategy was the same: twist God’s Word 
ever so slightly to change Christ’s actions 
– hath God said. This strategy worked 
with the first man Adam in the garden, 
but it failed miserably with the Last Adam 
Christ in the wilderness who consistently 
replied – it is written! 

 
DON’T MISS THIS!  Satan knew at 

that very moment the kingdoms of this 
world (and all their governments) 
belonged to the eternal Christ.  But this 
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was Satan tempting the man Christ Jesus 
(the soon to be resurrected victorious 
head of the Church) trying to separate 
him from His destiny as King of kings.  
Again: Separation of Church and State. 
 

Satan’s temptation of the Last Adam 
in the wilderness failed.  Jesus came out of 
the desert with the keys of the Kingdom 
and restored dominion to his disciples 
(Luke 10). Three years later Satan 
thought he had won with Christ being 
crucified but he never saw past the cross.  
Satan never saw the empty tomb. 

 
Now with the head of the Church 

(the seed of the woman) gloriously 
prevailed and enthroned, Satan must set 
his sights on destroying the woman for 
she too is to reign over the angels and 
judge the nations with her Savior King. 
Her destiny is the dominion of the earth. 
 

Satan’s head now bruised by the 
heel of the cross, the enmity between 
Satan and the woman intensifies 
(Ge.3:15).  For the first three hundred 
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years of Church history the woman 
flourishes, even by the blood stained 
hands of Rome, and The Plan spreads like 
a plague throughout the known world.

Seeing his plan of persecution only

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Chapter Three: 
STATE rules the CHURCH  

The Antithesis of Genesis 1-2 
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Enter Constantine at the Milvian 
Bridge in 312 AD 

 
The Birth of the State Church 
 

Rome becomes the anti-plan, a 
sheer stroke of nefarious genius on the 
part of Satan: infiltrate, usurp and then 
pervert. With money and political power 
(not the power of the Holy Ghost), Satan 
takes the helm of the Church demanding 
that all citizens of Rome be baptized as 
Christians perverting the plan of salvation 
from grace to works.   

 
Twofold strategy: “I’ll make them 

think they are members of the Church 
because they are Romans by birth 
(citizens of the State – collective 
salvation) and I’ll make them think they 
are saved by baptism. How many times 
have you heard, Sure I’m a Christian, I’m 
an American or I’ve been baptized. 
 

The theological pollution that 
followed was horrific beginning with the 
Council of Nicaea (325 AD) where pagan 
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deities, holidays and practices were 
merely renamed, christened with 
Christian names and titles to appease an 
un-regenerated pagan Roman populace 
who were now, according to the State 
good church members.  After all, they were 
baptized at birth as a citizen of Rome and 
a Christian in the Church of Rome.   
 

Because the Roman populace was 
offended by being baptized in the name of 
Jesus, baptism’s formula was changed. 
Prior to Constantine the only baptism 
recorded in the New Testament is in Jesus 
name. The phrase in the name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 
Ghost is a post-Nicean addendum to 
Matthew 28:19, and is not found in the 
textus receptus but first appears in the 
vaticanus manuscripts of Rome. 

 
Since Jesus is the only Name of the 

Plan and the King of the Christ Church, 
Satan had to revise theology along with 
history. (Satan is the original revisionist.) 
Get Jesus out of the picture… Father, Son, 
Holy Ghost … less offensive more generic.  
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The head of this apostate church is not 
Jesus Christ, but Caesar the Head of State. 

 
We will not take time here to 

elaborate but only to mention the fact 
that millions of Christians were martyred 
by the hand of Rome. Read Fox’s Book of 
Martyrs. 

 
Now what about prayer? We can’t 

have everybody praying directly to God in 
Jesus’ name… Enter Blessed Mary, mother 
of God….  And confessing our sins for 
forgiveness… not directly to Jesus!  Let’s 
install a priest, a middle man, to negotiate 
the price of grace on behalf of God and the 
Church. Enter the institution of penance – 
manipulation of man’s emotional and 
spiritual needs for the State Church’s gain 
(prostitution - the business of a harlot). 
 

For 1300 years Satan’s strategy of 
State and Church created a paradigm 
which shaped not only political thinking 
but also theological interpretation of the 
Holy Scriptures.  God first created the 
State (the earth) to sustain man (the 
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church) who was to have dominion over 
the Earth State - and all of God’s works 
therein.  Marxist Communism and Roman 
theology (any philosophy or theology 
based upon the Law and not Grace be it 
Catholic or Protestant for that matter) 
says that man exists at the mercy and for 
the benefit of the State. 

 
Post Nicaean writings (325–1517 

AD) strayed far from the early church 
Fathers writings (pre-325 AD) of the 
church’s position on theological issues –
thus again the revision of history.  (Karl 
Marx’s plan is to rewrite history removing 
God and replace revealed religion in the 
church with social religion.) 
 
  Are you beginning to see the big 
picture?  Throughout history Satan has 
successfully perverted and muddied the 
waters of man’s understanding of God’s 
plan by ever so slightly twisting the plan.  
 

Twist and Shout has produced the 
Church of Rome, the Church of Germany, 
the Church of England and every other 
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daughter of Babylon’s whore, who in 
greed and lust waged war, plundered and 
raped mankind all in the name of God and 
ushered in The Dark Ages. The Crusades 
soon followed and in the Name of Christ 
waged holy war against the infidels.  
Sound familiar? 
 
 Satan then said to the world, Look, 
this is the Church; this is the Kingdom of 
God!  Watch what I’m doing with my left 
hand so you won’t see what I’m doing 
with my right. 
  

The world replies, What hypocrites.  
The apostate State Church now falsely 
represents The Plan for God’s Kingdom 
on earth (The Christ Church) and so 
displayed before the unbelieving world as 
the bride of Christ.  This imposter was, as 
John properly saw her, the Great Whore 
of Babylon drunk with the blood of the 
saints.  The Christ Church is now forced 
underground to avoid persecution. 

 
So as not to offend just my Roman 

brethren at this point, I include ALL 
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denominational systems as daughters of 
Babylon including non- and inter-
denominations under which banner I 
pastor. (I am an equal opportunity 
offender.) We are still in the historical 
process of the restoration of the Christ 
Church in the earth.  Christ started with 
one church in Acts and He will have One 
Glorious Church in Revelation at His 
return. 

 
We will ALL surrender our crowns 

at the throne of Christ no matter how 
noble or historic we claim our 
denominational beginnings.  None of us 
are clean; we have all been tainted by her 
skirts and at some point have sat in her 
seat. We have been defiled by her filthy 
rags (Isaiah 64:6).  We must all wash our 
robes and make them white in the blood 
of the Lamb if we are to be arrayed in fine 
linen, clean and white. 

 
“There is one body, and one Spirit, 

even as ye are called in one hope of your 
calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism, 
one God and Father of all, who is above 
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all, and through all, and in you all,” 
Ephesians 4:4-6.    

 
There will only be two left in the 

field when our Lord returns – the wheat 
and the tares, not the Baptist and the 
Catholics, the Methodists and the 
Pentecostals, just two – the Bride and the 
Whore of Babylon. One is destined for 
Righteousness the other destruction, one 
for the marriage bed the other a bed of 
coals. 

 
Today the tares are coming 

together in unity as never before seen 
only for God to bind them together in 
bundles to be burned (Matthew 13:30).  
Unfortunately for them they shall be cast 
into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing 
and gnashing of teeth (13:42-43). 

 
But when will the righteous shine 

forth as the sun in the kingdom of their 
Father? When will we see the glorious 
Church arise in the field, not the air?  
When will there be true unity in the 
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Church? Who hath ears to hear, let him 
hear.  

 
God has the plan for His Church. 

When will we wake up and get with the 
plan! With man this is an impossible 
thing, the unity of His Church, but with 
God ALL THINGS ARE POSSIBLE, even a 
Church without spot or wrinkle. 
 

So with Constantine, Satan usurped 
The Plan and drove it along with the 
civilized world into the Dark Ages.  
Naturally, where else would the Prince of 
Darkness take anything but into the 
darkness?  
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Chapter Four: 
The Christ Church Restored 

The Reformation 
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In 1517 AD, Martin Luther led 
The Restoration  (history calls it The 
Reformation) making the midnight cry to 
the Bride of Christ calling her out of the 
dark night of Constantine.  England’s King 
Henry VIII would soon follow Luther’s 
lead in rebelling against the State Church 
of Rome but for reasons of divorcing his 
bride to marry a whore and establishing 
another daughter of Babylon – The 
Church of England.   

 
The Crown of England became the 

head of the Church of England (still to this 
day).  Englishmen are members of the 
church by natural birth and baptism not 
repentance and regeneration.   

 
The Reformation would prove to be 

the gestation for the birth of the American 
Church some 89 years later upon the 
shores of Plymouth Rock. 
 

To counter The Reformation, Satan, 
as an angel of Light, ushered in The Age of 
Enlightenment and raised up his prophet 
Frederick Nietzsche to declare God is 
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dead, that man is the captain of his soul 
and religion is the opium of the masses.  
Then the false prophet Charles Darwin 
furthered the pseudo-scientific branch of 
Satan’s propaganda campaign preaching 
that man evolved from the monkey and 
was not the creation of God.   

 
Apostle Karl Marx wrote the next of 

the satanic synoptic gospels and 
concluded that since there is no god and 
man is the result of the survival of the 
fittest, then man exists for the good of the 
State and the State is the Church, the State 
is supreme. 
 

So emerged the religion of Satan – 
Communism.  The State is Supreme, Man 
is God and the Church is the Collective 
State.  Collective Salvation is its gospel 
and the salvation of all man’s needs.  The 
devout disciples of Marx (Later Lenin 
would call them useful idiots) took the 
satanic gospel of Socialism to the 
uttermost parts of the earth. 
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Satan is the Great Transformer. 
 

Like the modern day toys Satan is 
constantly transforming himself from one 
entity to another in order to deceive the 
world.  In the garden he went from being 
an archangel to a serpent.  He can 
transform into an angel of light, a roaring 
lion, or a seven-headed dragon.  Whatever 
shape Satan needs to change into in order 
to deceive and overcome he will take.  
That is why we are warned to beware of 
your advisory the devil.   

 
His final character disguise will be a 

one-world politician! So where can we 
expect to find him lying, deceiving and 
stealing than in the Capitols of the world.  
So why are we (The Church and the 
Clergy) not fighting him in the political 
arena?  We are commissioned to engage 
not retreat.  All the armor of our warfare 
protects the front (Ephesians 6:11-19).  
There is not one piece to cover our back. 

 
For 100 years after The 

Reformation, other Reformers were 
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sharing in Luther’s reforming light which 
brought strong persecution from the State 
Churches both in Rome, Spain, Europe 
and England.  The Church of Jesus Christ 
with its restored revelation and truth was 
now emerging and becoming a threat to 
the Churches of State. The birth pangs 
were increasing as the contractions 
between the Christ Church and the State 
Church intensified. 

 
Finally, on May 14, 1607, the 

infant American Church (which was the 
first wave of the Christ Church making its 
exodus from the Old World) was 
delivered upon Plymouth Shores at 
Jamestown Colony. Foremost in its 
charter was to propagate the gospel of 
Jesus Christ.   For the next 169 years the 
American colonies would develop a 
system of government that would restore 
the biblical principle of Church and State 
in the earth for the first time since King 
David.   

 
The Bill of Rights, The Declaration 

of Independence and finally The 
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Constitution itself – all wonderfully and 
divinely inspired to give men everywhere 
the shining light of life, liberty and the 
pursuit of happiness were produced in the 
New Promised Land. America was to 
become the first domain of the delivered 
Christ Church. 

 
Of the 250 founding fathers and 

framers of The Bill of Rights, The 
Declaration of Independence and The 
Constitution no profession was more 
represented than the Clergy – the 
American Pastor.  Of the 56 signers of the 
Declaration of Independence 23 were 
clergy and held degrees in theology.  
Nearly half of those putting their lives on 
the line by signing this document in 
defiance to King George were preachers.  

 
Why was that?  The preachers knew 

and understood the importance of a 
proper relationship between Church and 
State.  They had lived under the 
subversive perversion of the Church of 
England.  They knew the evils of a state 
run church and the abusiveness delivered 
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from a state owned pulpit.  What is the 
line from Pollyanna; No one can own a 
church. How many members of Congress 
today are clergymen? 

 
The American Pastor was not afraid 

to enter the political arena because he 
understood that that was where the 
spiritual battle was being fought!  They 
knew that in order to have expression of 
religious freedom The State must be 
guarded from evil men by men of God.  
Instead today we are letting the foxes 
guard the henhouse! 
 

The Colonies eventually listed 27 
grievances against the Crown of England 
when writing The Declaration.  Taxation 
without representation was number 17 
down the list.  More important items 
included the rights of self-governing and 
determination, including the rights of 
religious expression.   

 
 What Luther had done for The 
Church in nailing his 56 grievances on 
Rome’s door, the American Pastors were 
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about to do for The State with their 27 
grievances delivered to The Crown.  The 
biblical model of what God intended for 
Church and State, even though man was 
still in a fallen state, was soon to arise in 
the New World.

Chapter Five: 
The New World 

A restoration  
of Church and State 
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 With the discovery of the New 
World and the exodus of the Christ 
Church from Europe a restoration of a 
balanced biblical model of Church and 
State begins.   
 

The Need and Purpose for The New 
World. From Jesus to Jesus: A Brief 

History of the domain  of the Church. 
 

The earth (land) is the domain of 
any kingdom.  The three-fold promise to 
Abraham is land, seed and blessing.  Christ 
is the seed of Abraham and the head of 
the Church.  Therefore the Christ Church 
is the joint-heir with Him to this 
inheritance. 
 
 Jesus said, I will build my church and 
the gates of hell shall not prevail against it 
(Matthew 16:18).  That Church has 
always had, and always will have, a visible 
physical form in the earth. “Thy kingdom 
come… in earth as it is in heaven.”   
 
 The word kingdom comes from two 
words: king’s domain.  God gave Adam 
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dominion in the garden (Genesis 1-2) and 
Christ will have dominion in Revelation 
21-22.  The “prize” that was being fought 
for in the Garden of Eden was the 
dominion of the earth.  
 

It is from the throne of Christ in the 
new Jerusalem on a new earth  that the 
entire universe, heaven and hell will 

be eternally ruled! 
   

Like the story of Job, the conflict in 
the garden was between God and Lucifer, 
not the serpent and man. ,ÕÃÉÆÅÒ ×ÁÓÎȭÔ 
after Adam, he was after the earth. 
What stood between the fallen archangel 
and his goal was Adam, the first priest 
(pastor, rabbi) of the earth.  He had to 
remove Adam in order to gain dominion 
of the earth. He had to compromise the 
preacher to get to the prize .  
 

It is the same today. Satan is 
compromising the pastors of America to 
get the prize.  Using the same line, Hath 
God said, he has deceived the clergy into 
believing there is no biblical or 
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Constitutional grounds to be politically 
involved; therefore the Christ Church has 
abandoned the fight and is forfeiting the 
prize. 

 
Ezekiel 22:30-31, says: 
 

30 And I sought for a man 
among them, that should make up 
the hedge, and stand in the gap 
before me for the land, that I should 
not destroy it: but I found none. 

31 Therefore have I poured 
out mine indignation upon them; I 
have consumed them with the fire 
of my wrath: their own way have I 
recompensed upon their heads, 
saith the Lord God. 
 
Just as Lucifer changed forms and 

appeared as a serpent in the garden, he 
has again changed forms into a 
progressive Fabian snake slithering 
through the halls of Congress, the Capitol 
and the White House attacking the church 
with his hath God said and the Constitution 
doesn’t mean that arguments.   
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Who will stand in the gap, who will 
build a hedge? Who will guard the land 
and withhold the judgment? The Church 
and her Clergy are the last line of defense 
for the American Republic.  Will we 
answer the call to defend Her and honor 
the sacrifice of the men of God who gave 
their ultimate act of devotion to secure 
our freedom to worship God? 

 
Satan is not after the church.  It is 

just that the church stands between him 
and the prize – the earth. There must be 
a separation of the Church from the 
State in order for Satan to gain the 
prize. 
 

This divine conflict preceded the 
advent of mortal Adam.  God gave Adam 
the prize (the earth) to dress, nurture and 
“guard” it (Gen. 2:15).

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 Adam was Pastor of the First 
Church in Eden.  It was his responsibility 
to maintain the State and guard it from 
the serpent’s intrusion. He was to nurture 
the State and dress it. THAT HAS ALWAYS 
BEEN THE RESPONIBILTY OF GOD’S 
PRIESTS! 
 
 Once Adam became negligent and 
compromised his obedience to God’s 
word to appease the woman, Satan 
entered the affairs of State and we’ve had 
hell on earth ever since. This isn’t sexist, 
just the woman represents the collective 
body – Eve was the mother of all living 
things. The church, the collective body of 
Christ, must be indisputably submitted to 
her head. No more hath God said but 
rather thus saith the Lord. 
 
 The State is not to be governed 
through the process of compromise and 
appeasement, but rather simply following 
the Word of God (the founding document, 
howbeit only a spoken covenant at this 
time in the garden). 
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 Israel’s history emphatically 
illustrates this point. Whenever Israel 
obeyed God’s word, now a written 
covenant, she had peace, but when she 
compromised her relationship to God and 
His commandments, she always paid the 
price.

compromised, the nation suffered 
terribly.  In my book, The People, The 
Preachers & The Politicians I discuss how 
the sins of negligence of the high priest Eli 
resulted in the Ark of the Covenant being 
taken from Israel by the uncircumcised 
hands of the Philistines. 
 
 Senior Pastor Eli had refused to 
circumcise his sons Pastor Hophni 
(strong) and Pastor Phineas (mouth of a 
serpent).  Israel was being governed by 
uncircumcised compromising preachers 
who were not in covenant with God and 
propagated the twisted lie of the Serpent.  
They committed sexual sins with the 
women of Israel and stole from the 
offerings of the Tabernacle.   
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Satan had infiltrated the preachers 
of the nation and the nation suffered! The 
preachers were not guarding the State; 
they were strengthening the hands of the 
evildoers (Jeremiah 23). As a result the 
Lampstand went out in the Tabernacle. 
Where there is no vision the people perish.  

 
The American pastor has lost sight 

of his godly role in America’s founding 
and our nation is suffering. The vision of 
our Founding Fathers is being lost 
because the American Pastor, like Eli, has 
become fat, lazy and blind.  We have 
remained silent in our pulpits and 
tolerated sin in society to the point that 
our spiritual sons no longer understand 
their covenant relationship to God or 
their function in ministry and have 
accepted perversion as an acceptable 
lifestyle.  We are rapidly becoming 
reprobate because we refuse to 
acknowledge the truth. 

 
  America’s Founding Fathers and 
America’s Founding Pastors knew this. 
Thus they wrote the founding documents 
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that we should be ruled by the 
uncompromising laws of men rather than 
by the compromising men who 
manipulate the laws (the Pharisees and 
Sadducees). 
 

Christ is the seed of Abraham and 
will inherit the earth.  The earth is his 
footstool, the heathen his inheritance.  
The church that Jesus in building will 
have a domain – the whole earth - just as 
it was intended for Adam and Eve in the 
Garden of Eden to have dominion over the 
whole earth and all His creation.   

 
Though man had sinned in Genesis 

three, David was still on the straight line 
surveyed by God when he wrote Psalm 8 
and understood where the road was 
going – man was to still have dominion 
over the earth and the works of God’s 
creation not Satan.   
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Psalm  8  (Written after the Fall.) 
 

1 O Lord our Lord, how 
excellent is thy name in all the 
earth! who hast set thy glory above 
the heavens. 

2 Out of the mouth of babes 
and sucklings hast thou ordained 
strength because of thine enemies, 
that thou mightest still the enemy 
and the avenger. 

3 When I consider thy 
heavens, the work of thy fingers, 
the moon and the stars, which thou 
hast ordained; 

4 What is man, that thou art 
mindful of him? and the son of man, 
that thou visitest him? 

5 For thou hast made him a 
little lower than the angels, and 
hast crowned him with glory and 
honour. 

6 Thou madest him to have 
dominion over the works of thy 
hands; thou hast put all things 
under his feet: 
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7 All sheep and oxen, yea, and 
the beasts of the field; 

8 The fowl of the air, and the 
fish of the sea, and whatsoever 
passeth through the paths of the 
seas. 

9 O Lord our Lord, how 
excellent is thy name in all the 
earth! 
 
A thousand years later the writer of 

Hebrews was on the same surveyed 
straight line and understood that the 
Church would soon regain that dominion 
once again.  
 
Hebrews 2:6-10 

  
What is man, that thou art 

mindful of him? or the son of man, 
that thou visitest him? 

7 Thou madest him a little 
lower than the angels; thou 
crownedst him with glory and 
honour, and didst set him over the 
works of thy hands: 
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8 Thou hast put all things in 
subjection under his feet. For in 
that he put all in subjection under 
him, he left nothing that is not put 
under him. But now we see not yet 
all things put under him. 

9 But we see Jesus, who was 
made a little lower than the angels 
for the suffering of death, crowned 
with glory and honour; that he by 
the grace of God should taste death 
for every man. 

10 For it became him, for 
whom are all things, and by whom 
are all things, in bringing many 
sons unto glory, to make the 
captain of their salvation perfect 
through sufferings. 

 
In bringing many sons unto glory, 

that’s us! That’s the glorious church that 
is to rule and reign with her Savior, 
Husband and King. 

 
 Do ye not know that the saints shall 
judge the world? and if the world 
shall be judged by you, are ye 
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unworthy to judge the smallest 
matters? 
3 Know ye not that we shall judge 
angels? how much more things that 
pertain to this life? 1 Corinthians 
6:2-3 
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Chapter Five: 
A Brief Overview of Domain  
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There must be a domain (land) for the 
expression of the Christ Church. 

  
New Testament: one city– one church  
 

The New Testament Church was 
birthed under the rule of the State of 
Rome.  The locality of the New Testament 
Church was limited to its city limits. It 
never had freedom of expression or 
authority over any domain.  Satan was 
still the god of this world. He was, as we 
say in East Texas, large and in charge! 

 
 The New Testament never 

mentions more than one church in any 
given city.  The church at Corinth, the 
church at Rome, the church at Ephesus, 
the church in Smyrna, the church in 
Sardis, the church of Pergamos, the 
church at Philippi, the church of 
Philadelphia, etc. – in each instance it is 
one town one church that was self 
governed by the presbytery of elders. 

 
The Christ Church was an outlawed 

underground enemy of the State of Rome. 
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 Constantine: One Empire State ɀ one 
State Church 

 
Constantine, after his supposed 

conversion to Christianity, brought all the 
outlawed self-autonomous city-churches 
under the legal banner of the one State 
and governed them by the Crown.  Civil 
government now controlled and dictated 
doctrine instead of a presbytery of elders.  
Bishops were now appointed by State 
instead of ordained by God and called by 
the Spirit. The domain of the Church of 
Rome was the geographical boundaries of 
the State of Rome.  

 
The Christ Church, refusing the rule 

of the State, was now forced 
underground. Its first domain was the 
subterranean rocky catacombs of Rome. 
There she would remain like her Lord 
before her, buried from the world’s sight 
awaiting her resurrection at the 
Reformation.  
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Luther: The Reformation birthed many 
denominations 

 
With the Reformation came many 

State Churches, each State having a 
different Church: The Church of Rome, the 
Church of Germany, The Church of Spain 
and The Church of England.  The domain 
of each of these State Churches was the 
dominion of each empire.  Each King or 
Queen controlled the domain (land) of his 
or her State Church. There soon arose 
conflicts between the State Churches. 
 
Early American Colonies: one colony 
one church. 
 
Later American Colonies: one colony 
many churches.  
 
Finally One United States: many 
churches (denominations).  

 
As the Christ Church emerged in 

Rome, Europe, Spain and England she 
needed a free land, a New World, to 
physically express herself.  With total

repression by the Crowns of State, God 
provides a paradise for the burgeoning 
Christ Church with Columbus’ discovery 
of the New World in 1492. 

 
Ironically, that same year Queen 

Isabella of Spain expelled all Jews from 
Spain.  On board Columbus’ ships were 
Sephardic Jews fleeing persecution, 
Columbus himself was thought to be one. 

 
One technical note of the period: 

Some fifty years before in 1439, Johannes 
Gutenberg’s invention of the moveable 
type press, revolutionized the printing 
industry and for the first time provided 
the common man with the Bible.  This 
mass production of the Bible laid the 
foundation for Luther’s Reformation 
some 78 years later. 
 

With Columbus’ discovery of the 
New World, the repressed persecuted 
Christ Church in the Old World could now 
exodus to the new promise land.  The 
Exodus began.  Ironically, in the beginning 
most American colonies were sectarian to 
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their individual denominations and 
outlawed the practice of any other 
religions within their borders.   

 
This soon changed as the idea of 

freedom of religion became evident and 
that the new world could not become like 
the old. 
 

America would become a model for 
religious freedom and rule by Law not the 
whims and dictates of the Crown and a 
State controlled Church. 

 
No other group so characterized 

this sentiment than the Puritans, under 
John Winthrop and others who led the 
great exodus from England from 1630-
1640, and fled the persecutions of King 
Charles I (married to a Roman Catholic, a 
political arrangement) and the State 
Church.   

 
By far the largest group of settlers 

to the New Canaan they viewed their 
leaving Europe and crossing the Atlantic 
to their Old Testament counterpart the

Jews leaving Egypt and crossing the Red 
Sea.  They were the New Israel and based 
their form of governance almost entirely 
upon the Hebrew Scriptures as was 
clearly demonstrated in the Connecticut 
Code of 1650 and the codes of New 
Haven.   

 
There was no separation of Church 

and State; rather it was the State’s 
responsibility to oversee the well being of 
the Church and provide moral guidelines 
for religious and civil behaviors. 

 
No one individual helped to clarify 

the distinction between the roles played 
by the church and state than Anne 
Hutchinson, whose controversial 
interpretation of salvation by grace and 
not works, had her banished from the 
Massachusetts’s  colony, but later her 
concepts of individual interpretation of 
the Bible not dictated by the State were 
preserved in the Constitution. 
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It is to these Pilgrims we owe our 
celebration of Thanksgiving, established 
in 1621 after the Jewish feast of Sukkot, or  
Pentecost, the feast of ingathering 
(Leviticus 23:40). 
 
 This new world was a work in 
progress – Pilgrim’s Progress! 

 
 
The United Nations: one world 
government with a universal church 
(denomination). 
 
Jesus Christ Returns: Establishes the 
true new world order and the one true 
church 
 

The book of Revelation (13 - 19) 
describes a one world government at the 
end of this age that is aligned with a one 
world church (The Whore riding the 
beast, Rev.17).  This is the ultimate 
fulfillment of Satan’s imitation plan to be 
like God.  
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 It worked great in 312 AD with 
Constantine, so now at the end of the age 
Satan will orchestrate verse two of the 
same song – a one world state church 
controlled by none other than the 
Antichrist!

 The Black Robe Regiment

to arise in the New World.

The Reverend Jonas Clark of Christ 
Church (Isn’t the name befitting?) in 
Lexington, led his congregation in the first 
battle of the American War of 
Independence (as it was known by the 
Colonists) and fired the shot heard ‘round 
the world. 
 

On the night of April 19, 1775, two 
men left Boston to warn the Colonies of 
the approaching British – Paul Revere and 
an African-American named Wentworth 
Cheswell, both devout followers of Jesus 
Christ.  Revere rode west to Lexington 
while Cheswell headed north.   
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Paul Revere had one destination as 
he rode to Lexington – the home of 
Reverend Jonas Clark, the most 
prominent and influential political leader 
of the area.  Staying in Clark’s home that 
night, as they often did to receive spiritual 
and political advice, were Samuel Adams 
and John Hancock. 
 

When Revere informed Clark of the 
British advancing, both Adams and 
Hancock said to Clark, Reverend, are your 
people ready?  To which Clark replied, For 
this very hour I have trained them.  

 
That night the bell was rung in the 

Christ Church tower to assemble his 
congregation on the green.  As the British 
advanced on Lexington about 165 of 
Clark’s congregation met them head on.  
As the smoke cleared from the initial 
British volley, 18 Christians lay on the 
lawn of Christ Church.  The first casualties 
in the War of Independence were 
American Christians, ironically members 
of the Christ Church! 
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Though the British initially won the 
first round in Lexington, on their return 
to Boston, Cheswell who had gathered the 
colonists of the north, mostly pastors and 
their congregations, decimated the British 
army. 

 
These early Patriot Pastors led the 

first fight for America’s independence and 
freedom from government oppression.  
They were called The Black Robe 
Regiment and so feared by King George 
were to be shot on sight for their role in 
leading the Colonies against the Crown. 
These men of God loved freedom more 
than life itself.  (Paraphrased from David Barton)  
 

American Pastor, the devil is afraid 
of you.  He knows what power you posses 
and he is sparing no expense in these last 
days to keep you out of the battle.  Don’t 
forget your spiritual and patriotic 
heritage.  America is depending upon you 
once again to lead the fight for our 
families and churches. 
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America today faces a greater 
enemy than the British – they are Fabian 
socialism and a radical Muslim ideology – 
that are taking away our religious and 
social freedoms.  These enemies are not 
from without our borders, they do not 
come by land or sea, but many are within 
the very halls of the Congress, Senate and 
White House, in fact, every institution of 
American society has been or is being 
taken over by Fabian socialism.

Muhlenberg, who on January 21, 1776 in 
his Anglican church in Woodstock, 
Virginia, took his sermon text from the 
third chapter Ecclesiastes, which starts 
with "To ever thing there is a season..."  
After reading the eighth verse, "a time of 
war, and a time of peace," he declared, 
"And this is the time of war."  Removing 
his clerical robe he revealed his Colonel's 
uniform.  
 

Outside the church door the drums 
began to roll as men turned to kiss their 
wives and then walked down the aisle to 
enlist, within half an hour 162 men were 
enrolled.  The next day he led out 300 
men from the county to form the nucleus 
of the Eighth Virginia.  He later became a 
Brigadier General and today his statue 
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stands in the Capitol.  He preached with 
two pistols on his pulpit.  (Barton) 

 
If the American Church forgets her 

founding role in American history, she 
will lose her place of influence in 
America’s future generations.   
 

Only in the past two years have I 
begun to re-educate myself to the role of 
the American Pastor in the founding of 
this great nation thanks to fellow Texan 
and Christian historian David Barton.  
(Wallbuilders.com)   

 
I am both shocked and mad that I 

never learned the spiritual history of 
America in the revised history classes of 
my public education years.  That was 
intended!  I was never supposed to know 
what role pastors and the church played 
in our political heritage.

Failure to plan is a 
plan to fail. 

 
If America sinks, there are not 

enough lifeboats to go around.  The 
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Church can save more souls with the ship 
afloat than she can if it sinks.  If we 
remain asleep and indifferent to the 
political iceberg in America’s path we are 
all going down together – Baptists, 
Catholics, Methodists and Pentecostals. 
The icy frigid waters of Communism do 
not differentiate.  It will drown us all the 
same.  History proves this. Will history 
repeat this tragic lesson in America? 

 
Either way, the Church is coming 

together.  The choice is ours.  The 
America clergy and Church must 
reengage in the political process and stop 
believing the lie of separation.  We must 
be the salt and the light of the world. 

 
Will history remember us as The 

Church: In a State of Separation or will we 
Rise up, O, Men of God? 
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Chapter Eight: 
And Sowed Tares Among the Wheat 

And Went His Way 
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 What is it in our contemporary 
thinking, or more importantly, our 
theology that has created this mindset of 
separation toward the clergy’s role in 
politics?  Something has! It certainly was 
not the stance taken by America’s 
founding clergy. 
 
 If we lose the desire to know our 
enemy we will lose the war.  We cannot 
win a war wherein we cannot identify our 
enemy.  I promise you Satan has you 
marked.  There is a target on your back 
with you in his crosshairs.  You are his 
enemy and stand between him and the 
prize.  He has assigned demons from hell 
to destroy your ministry, marriage, family 
and congregation.   
 

Your enemy knows your name… 
Paul I know and Jesus I know! 
 
 When we lose the war of ideas we 
lose the minds of the people.  While we 
remain silent or worse asleep, America is 
being destroyed because the ideas of 
liberty are being lost in the minds of 
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America’s re-educated youth.  Sound the 
trumpet, wake up O righteous men of 
God!  Bring down the walls of Socialism 
and expose their lies with the truth. 
  

I had to ask myself, What was it that 
has created my indifference to becoming 
involved in politics?   After making some 
personal observations I had to ask an 
objective question based upon some of 
my own theological, more specifically, 
eschatological beliefs.  I am asking you to 
honestly reconsider your own belief 
system.  What has put you in a state of 
separation?  Only you can answer that! 
 

Somewhere in our collective 
understanding there must be a common 
denominator underlying and creating this 
attitude about the Church’s role in 
American society and government on 
such a wide inter-denominational 
spectrum.   
 

What is it over the past 80 - 100 
years that has influenced the Church’s 
thinking and especially the clergy’s 
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attitude?  For every effect there is an initial 
cause.  If there is an underlying cause, 
isn’t its identification imperative? 
Shouldn’t we be intellectually and 
theologically honest about it?  I want to 
know. 

 
Maybe if we could discover the 

reason for our attitudes, we could 
uncover another of Satan’s propaganda 
ploys against the Church.  Remember, 
propaganda is twisting the truth ever so 
slightly.  Where or when did the twist 
occur? 
  
 After a long night of soul searching, 
I discovered my own attitudes had been 
influenced by dispensational eschatology 
(study of end time things).  How I had 
perceived the Lord’s second coming was 
creating my indifference to being involved 
with politics (along with my mis-
education at the hands of the Public 
School System).  I realized that I have 
been looking for a deliverer, someone to 
get me out of this mess, instead of 
realizing I am part of a victorious 
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overcoming army that has been given 
orders by its commander-in-chief to 
occupy till I come.   
 

I realized I had been focusing on the 
shortcomings of my abilities to overcome 
my circumstance, my tribulation, and was 
opting out, taking the path of least 
resistance. Isn’t this characteristic of the 
Law?  When the Truth of the matter is: 
Grace has already overcome for me. 

 
If I am called to occupy, even more 

to overcome my enemy, then I had to 
account for my failure to follow and 
complete orders.  If I am more than a 
conqueror, why am I not conquering?  
This question goes beyond my 
eschatology.  It goes to the core of my 
discipleship; who I am in Christ.  Where is 
the power I need, was promised, to be 
victorious over Satan? 

 
Was my eschatology a mask, a 

symptom of a far greater, deeper issue in 
my Christian life?  Were there areas in my 
life that Satan still had dominion over? 
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Absolutely yes!  Have I tried desperately 
to regain those areas?   Most certainly!  
Was I (a particular member of the 
Church) justifying the lack of dominion 
over my state of affairs (my garden) with 
a belief system that rationalized (hath God 
said) my separated state?  Possibly so.  

 
It is much easier to accept the idea 

(the propaganda line) that we cannot 
overcome in this life on an individual 
struggle with sin and Satan.  The best 
religion (the false gospel) has to offer is a 
rope called faith with a knot of 
desperation fixed at the end.  Just hold on 
till Jesus comes! 

 
 Is the Church’s hope of escape-
tology a result of denying the power of the 
Holy Spirit in our daily lives, that we have 
yet to endure hardness, as a good soldier of 
Jesus Christ… No man that warreth 
entangleth himself with the affairs of this 
life; that he may please him who hath 
chosen him to be a soldier?  2 Timothy 2:3-
4 
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The question I had to answer was: 
will Christ return for a glorious bride, one 
without spot or wrinkle (Ephesians 5:27) 
or a weak anemic powerless victimized 
church just holding on till Jesus comes? 
  

WHEN the Rapture Occurs Is Not as 
Important as WHY the Rapture Occurs 

   
Don’t get me wrong, I believe in the 

rapture; but maybe the rapture isn’t so 
much about escaping the tribulation, the 
antichrist and the mark of the beast as it 
is confronting, conquering and 
overcoming the god of this world, Satan.  
After all, isn’t it the Church that shall 
bruise Satan’s head under your feet shortly 
(Romans 16:20, Genesis3:15)? 
 

And he that overcometh, and 
keepeth my works unto the end, to 
him will I give power over the 
nations: 
27 And he shall rule them with a 
rod of iron; as the vessels of a 
potter shall they be broken to

shivers: even as I received of my 
Father. Revelation 2:26-27 

 
Had Satan twisted ever so slightly 

my understanding about the rapture 
that it had become the knot at the end 
of my eschatological rope which I was 
desperately clinging to in order to 
escape and solve all my problems?   

 
The rapture, as I am now beginning 

to see it in Revelation, is Satan’s final 
expulsion from the heavenly realm; 
executed by the authority of the blood of 
the Lamb, by the word of their testimony 
and they love not their lives unto the death 
(Rev.12:11).  
 

This is descriptive of the authority 
given by God to His saints – powerful, 
victorious overcoming saints!  This 
sounds like an overcoming Church, not 
separated from but totally engaged in 
reclaiming the usurped State.  This is 
more the prophetic fulfillment of what 
God promised Satan by the seed of the 
woman: 
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And I will put enmity 
between thee and the woman, and 
between thy seed and her seed; it 
shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt 
bruise his heel. Genesis 3:15 

 
 After all, in Revelation 12, when 
Satan is evicted from the heavens and 
begins to establish his final three and a 
half year campaign to dominate the 
world, its governments and their 
economies, John tells us that this final 
round is between two old rivals – that old 
serpent and the woman from Genesis 
three (12:9).  It’s still, 6000 years later, 
about Church and State and who’s going 
to win the prize for the dominion of the 
earth. 
 

)ȭÖÅ ÒÅÁÄ ÔÈÅ ÂÁÃË ÏÆ ÔÈÅ ÂÏÏËȟ 
 and guess what? We win! 

 
We’ve probably all said this at one 

time or another, I’ve read the back of the 
book, and guess what? We win!  But think 
about this for a moment: if the Church 
wins in the end by means of the rapture 
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because she is too powerless to overcome 
Satan by taking up the authority and 
dominion restored to her by the work of 
the cross, the power of an empty tomb 
and the outpouring of the Holy Ghost on 
the day of Pentecost, then in my book, 
Satan wins by default because there was 
never a fight! We didn’t show up. We are a 
no-show! 

 
No, we win alright, but it will be a 

fair and square fight. Satan will bring his 
best, but it won’t be enough. We are more 
than conquerors through Christ. David 
knew this when he wrote Psalm 8. 

 
 Out of the mouth of babes 

and sucklings hast thou ordained 
strength because of thine enemies, 
that thou mightest still the 
enemy and the avenger. Psalm 8:2 
 
I realized I had been following a 

theological system that neatly 
compartmentalized God into little 
historical boxes which lined them all 
squarely in a row on an eschatological 
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(study of end time things) chart but what 
I had failed to realize He is the same 
yesterday, today and forever!  I had 
already surrendered the late great planet 
earth to the antichrist and his crowd.   

 
My thinking had become, and I’m 

ashamed to admit it, vote for a Commie 
and bring in the kingdom.  Leave it all to 
the devil’s crowd, besides the rapture’s 
coming and I’m not going to be around.  Be 
honest with me, you’ve most likely 
thought these same things.   

 
I was recently at a Town Hall 

meeting where our US Congressman 
Louie Gohmert was speaking.  Afterwards 
a woman who had been talking to him 
about all the political mess the country is 
in and what Washington should do about 
it made one parting comment to him, Well 
the rapture’s coming and we’re not going 
to have to worry about it.  I thought to 
myself, So typical. 
 
 God, I have since discovered, is 
not dispensational; God is covenantal!  
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He changes not, He remains constant, no 
wavering or shadow. He transcends every 
dispensations.  What He wanted in 
Genesis 1-2, He gets in Revelation 21-22.  
What He plants in the beginning He will 
harvest in the end.  In between, He will 
tolerate the tares during the growing 
season (Matthew 13). 
 
  4ÈÁÔȭÓ (ÉÓ 0ÌÁÎ !.  Plan B (and C-Z) 
is Satan’s Plan.  Satan’s plan throughout 
history has always adapted and changed 
into whatever shape or form with one 
main goal in mind – usurp the dominion of 
the earth from the church by any means! 
 

Man also is dispensational.  Man 
also constantly changes from age to age.  
And the reason is?  Hopefully you will 
discover as I have, that each dispensation 
in biblical history is the result of man 
refusing God’s covenant offer to rule the 
state.  Every covenant offer which defines 
each biblical dispensation is about 
restoring the State to the Church.   
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)ȭÍ ÎÏÔ ÄÅÎÙÉÎÇ ÔÈÅ ÅØÉÓÔÅÎÃÅ ÏÆ 
dispensations; just that the reason for 
their formation ÉÓ ÍÁÎȭÓ ÕÎÂÅÌÉÅÆ and 
refusal of 'ÏÄȭÓ ÃÏÖÅÎÁÎÔ, not an 
inconsistency in 'ÏÄȭs character. The 
immutability of his eternal plan is 
beyond argument.  

 
Whether it was Adam in the garden, 

Noah after the Flood or Israel at Mt. Sinai 
after the exodus from Egypt (Exodus 19), 
man always refused (by word or action) 
the covenant offer to the dominion of the 
earth (State).   

 
God’s plan was for Israel to 

immediately enter the promise land, but 
they spent 40 years in covenant denial 
and refusal. God had delivered the church 
in the wilderness from the chains of Egypt 
(the State Church) to posses the state of 
Canaan. 

 
  Not until David did God find a man 

after his own heart that would accept the 
covenant and restore Church and State. 
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David is the best example of all.  He 
is the only man called a man after God’s 
heart.  David understood God’s heart for 
dominion and that it would be restored in 
the earth (Psalm 8).  His first act as King 
was to restore God, the Ark of the 
Covenant, back to His rightful place in the 
government and institute a new 
Tabernacle of Worship in Israel – the 
tabernacle of David in Zion.   

 
David’s Tabernacle was reflective of 

the relationship man had with God in 
Genesis 1 -2 before sin. His Tabernacle 
had no vail.  God, the Church and State all 
came together in David’s reign.  There 
was no separation of Church and State! 

 
David and his priests worshipped 

God face-to-face for 40 years without any 
separation.  Sounds like grace to me. 

 
When the son of David, Jesus Christ, 

died on the cross and yelled, It is finished, 
the vail in Herod’s Temple was rent once 
and for all, not just 40 years, allowing all 
men to come into God’s presence! 
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About nine times in the Bible, God 
says during the last days He will restore 
what David did in the earth (Amos 9:11, 
Acts 15:16). 

 
God will have a trans-dispensational 

generation who will dare to overcome the 
unbelief and absence of faith (real faith – 
not the name it, claim it, blab it, grab it 
type of faith – another propaganda ploy of 
Satan) of this present dispensation and 
rise up to fulfill their heavenly mandate to 
overcome.  There will be a glorious 
church in the earth before the rapture. 
 
4ÈÅ ,ÏÒÄȭÓ 0ÒÁÙÅÒ:  Church and State 

 
In the New Testament, it would be 

the son of David, Jesus Christ, who would 
remind His disciples, Out of the mouth of 
babes and sucklings thou hast perfected 
praise (Matthew 21:16). Prayer and 
praise are the weapons of mass unification 
that will rally the armies of Christ and 
cast down his foes and reclaim the State.  
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Later Jesus taught his disciples to 
pray: 

Our Father in heaven, 
Hallowed be Your name.  

Your kingdom come, Your will 
be done on earth as it is in heaven.  

Give us this day our daily 
bread.  And forgive us our debts, as 
we forgive our debtors.  

 And do not lead us into 
temptation, But deliver us from the 
evil one. For Yours is the kingdom 
and the power and the glory forever. 
Amen.               Matthew 6:9-13 NKJV 

 
 The Lord’s Prayer deals with two 
dominate themes of the Bible: the 
Kingdom of God and the redemption of 
man. It begins and ends with the issue of 
God’s Kingdom; in between, the needs of 
and provision for man’s sin.  
 
  Yet in context with the opening and 
closing topic, Thy Kingdom come, Thy will 
be done, the next phrase, Give us this day 
our daily bread, can also be seen in light of

the establishing of God’s kingdom and not 
just the provision of man’s physical needs. 
 
 In Numbers 14:6-10, Joshua’s 
rebuttal to the negative report of the 10 
spies he referred to the giants occupying 
the promise land (State) as bread for us. 

 
9 Only rebel not ye against the Lord, 
neither fear ye the people of the 
land; for they are bread for us: their 
defense is departed from them, and 
the Lord is with us: fear them not. 

 
 The only way Israel was to occupy 
the land (State) was to confront and 
overcome her enemies – to occupy the 
land or State!  The Old Covenant gives the 
physical patterns in understanding New 
Covenant principles of warfare.   
 

Adam had an enemy bent on 
usurping the dominion of the garden, 
Israel had an enemy occupying the 
promise land, Jesus had an enemy in King 
Herod who practiced infanticide and so 
too has the Church.   
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  Though taking several forms and 
manifestations, he is the same enemy 
throughout all dispensations.  His name is 
Satan.  He must destroy the seed of the 
woman who shall inherit the dominion of 
the earth.  He must separate the Church 
from the State. 
 
 Every dispensation of Saints had to 
face and overcome their giants. So too 
must we, there is no escaping.  Why is it 
that the American Christian believes he is 
exempt from persecution and tribulation?  
What has created this mindset? Are we 
special or unique (in 4000 years of 
Kingdom history) than every other 
generation of saints, OT or NT? 
   

How many of those persecuted and 
martyred Saints longed for a land like 
America where they could worship God, 
raise their children and pursue happiness 
without fear of death.  If the American 
Church and Clergy allow the State to be 
taken over by Satan, I believe we will have 
plenty of apologizing to do to the Saints 
who came before us.  What will be our 
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excuse to them for losing the authority of 
our nation to secular humanism and 
Fabian Socialists?  Separation of Church 
and State?  God help us! 
 
 The next phrase, And forgive us our 
debts, as we forgive our debtors, gives the 
New Covenant means of warfare:  
 

43 Ye have heard that it hath been 
said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, 
and hate thine enemy. 
44 But I say unto you, Love your 
enemies, bless them that curse you, 
do good to them that hate you, and 
pray for them which despitefully 
use you, and persecute you;  
Matthew 5:43-44 
 

 The remarkable and often 
humorous account as to how God drove 
out the occupiers of the promise land only 
illustrates to us today that God will bring 
about His kingdom on earth by means  
beyond our imagination or capabilities. 
Just as Israel had to occupy by faith, so 
must we today. 
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And do not lead us into temptation, 
but deliver us from the evil one.  The 
NKJV personifies evil as a particular 
individual – the evil one. This nefarious 
person is tied to the preceding 
temptation.  Again, are we to interpret 
this phrase in light of the overall theme of 
the coming kingdom?  If so, then the 
implication made by Jesus is to the 
original temptation by our enemy in the 
garden – that old serpent – and his worn 
out but effective line of hath God said.  

 
After all, two chapters earlier 

(Matthew 4) Jesus endured the same 
Tempter, that old serpent, twisting and 
shouting the same temptation by offering 
Him the kingdoms of this world.   

 
Was this experience still on the 

mind of the Master as He taught His 
disciples to pray this model prayer; 
knowing they too would soon face Satan 
and must overcome him?  Was He 
encouraging them to withstand the 
temptation of surrendering the dominion 
and authority He was about to restore 
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into their keeping?  That they too must 
guard their thinking.  Is this why Jesus 
would give them power and authority in 
His name to go out and preach, Repent for 
the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand?  

 
This time of transition of authority 

and dominion back to the original 
caretakers of the earth was a volatile 
time.  We too are living in volatile times. 

 
      And from the days of John the 
Baptist until now the kingdom of 
heaven suffereth violence, and the 
violent take it by force.       

                            Matthew 11:12 
 
This point of The Lord’s Prayer 

about the preeminence of the Kingdom’s 
restoration to man is made perfectly clear 
in Luke 10, as Jesus sent out 70 young 
disciples (the same number of the Elders 
in the Sanhedrin) to preach repentance 
because the kingdom is at hand. Psalm 8 
was about to be fulfilled before the eyes of 
the Elders of Israel as 70 young disciples, 
babes, would inaugurate the dominion of 
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the Kingdom of God over the works of its 
enemy Satan. 

 
Upon their return from their 

maiden missionary journey they declared:  
 

Lord, even the devils are 
subject unto us through thy name. 
18 And he said unto them, I beheld 
Satan as lightning fall from heaven. 
(In Revelation 12, it is a man child, a 
babe, that evicts Satan from the 
heavens.) 

19 Behold, I give unto you 
power to tread on serpents and 
scorpions, and over all the power of 
the enemy: and nothing shall by any 
means hurt you. 

 
Dominion of the Kingdom is Restored! 

 
In that hour Jesus rejoiced in 

spirit, and said, I thank thee, O 
Father, Lord of heaven and earth, 
that thou hast hid these things from 
the wise and prudent, and hast 
revealed them unto babes: even

so, Father; for so it seemed good in 
thy sight. 

22 All things are delivered to 
me of my Father:      Luke 10:21-22 

 
 What is important to see in Luke 
10, is not what  happened but when it 
happened. 
 

Jesus had in effect restored the 
authority of the kingdom to his disciples 
before He went to the cross and provided 
redemption for their sins. The Kingdom 
trumped redemption! The Kingdom 
ÔÒÁÎÓÃÅÎÄÓ ÍÁÎȭÓ dispensation of sin.  
The Kingdom of God is not limited in its 
power and glory by my sin.  I am not 
limited to exercising the authority of 
Jesus’ name by my short comings!  The 
Law would prohibit me, but Grace 
empowers me to use this authority! 

 
How many times has the evil one 

rendered you powerless when you dared 
to exercise your spiritual authority and 
pray for someone’s deliverance from sin’s 
bondage by whispering in your ear, Who

do you think you are Adam?  God doesn’t 
heal people anymore; that passed away 
with the Apostles!  (Dispensational 
theology – another time, another place, 
but not for you!) 

 
And you yielded to temptation and 

the lie of hath God said.  You lost your 
authority and dominion when you yielded 
to the temptation to deny God’s word that 
you are a new creature in Christ, that you 
are more than a conqueror, that all power 
and authority is now yours in Christ. 

 
Satan made you doubt that you are 

a new creature in Christ, that all 
authority, dominion has been restored to 
you in Jesus’ name.  You fell for the 
propaganda line – hath God said.  

 
But it’s not about you, it’s about 

Him.  When you go in Jesus’ name, Satan 
doesn’t see you, HE SEES JESUS!  Just like 
the Father was looking at Jesus in the 
garden when He was forming Adam, 
when you go in Jesus’ name and the 
authority of the Kingdom, Satan doesn’t 
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see you, he sees Jesus – the author and 
finisher of your faith.  When you fight the 
fight of faith you are clothed in the 
righteousness of Christ.  You are hid in 
His likeness and image. You are 
transformed! 

 
A Trans-Dispensational Generation 

 
Each dispensation begins with 

God’s covenant offer to man. But man 
always falls for that ever so familiar line 
of hath God said.  Man’s refusal to accept 
God’s covenant created each 
dispensation.   

 
But every hero of faith mentioned 

in Hebrews 11, was a man or woman who 
would dare transcend the unbelief of their 
dispensation and enter into a covenant of 
faith with God.  They realized that the 
dominion belonged to them through 
FAITH!  

 
They understood the issue and the 

prize and therefore through faith they 
subdued kingdoms, wrought 
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righteousness, obtained promises, stopped 
the mouths of lions, quenched the violence 
of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out 
of weakness were made strong, waxed 
valiant in fight, turned to flight the armies 
of the aliens. 

 Women received their dead raised 
to life again: and others were tortured, not 
accepting deliverance; that they might 
obtain a better resurrection: Hebrews 
11:33-35. 

 
God is forming a trans-

dispensational generation who will arise 
in the earth in the last days.  And just as 
God looked at Jesus while forming Adam 
in the garden, God is now looking to Jesus 
as the pattern for what He is forming in 
the earth.  This end-time generational 
Church will be the finished product of the 
pattern Son’s work of building His 
glorious, spotless Church. 

 
But ye are a chosen 

generation, a royal priesthood, an 
holy nation, a peculiar people; that 
ye should shew forth the praises of 
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him who hath called you out of 
darkness into his marvellous light: 

                                  1 Peter 2:9 
 

The Roots of Dispensational 
Eschatology 

 
 My father was a Baptist preacher 
and missionary.  He and I were ordained 
together on the same night which is a rare 
occurrence.  He went home to be with the 
Lord in 1978 while serving as a 
missionary on the Pacific island of Guam. 
   

From the time I was eight years old, 
he taught us three children from 
Dispensational Truths by Clarence Larkin 
and the only Bible I can recall in our home 
as a child was the Scofield Bible. To keep 
me from nodding off to sleep during Bible 
study I usually had to sit on an old three-
leg milking stool.  That might be 
considered cruel, but I am ever so 
thankful that he made me sit on that 
milking stool. 
  As you can see, I have had an 
understanding of dispensational theology 
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(DT) most all my life.  Though J.N Darby, 
Scofield and Larkin (a few of the original 
proponents of DT) were great men of God 
and revealed many tremendous truths 
within their teachings (these men had 
foresight 100 years beyond their time), I 
have one fundamental objection to DT.  
Without exception DT will displace the 
manifestation and power of the Kingdom 
of God to another time, another place and 
another people.  
 

The any minute pre-trib rapture 
belief that dominates 95% of the books 
about the second coming on the shelves at 
Christian bookstores is only about 150 
years old.  Its eschatological points have 
their roots in a prophetic word given by a 
15 year old Scottish girl, Margaret 
McDonald, member of the Catholic 
Apostolic Church in 1830. (Dave MacPherson, 

1973,The Unbelievable PreTrib Origin ) 

 
 Despise not prophesying but prove 
all things, hold hast to that which is good. 
 I am not trying to change your mind 
about when or how the rapture will occur.

I’m going around the barn several times 
to make the following point and ask the 
subsequent question. 
  

I realized one day that DT and 
especially the any minute rapture idea, 
entered the church’s thinking about the 
same time that Woodrow Wilson was 
president and the Progressive Movement 
infiltrated our government and 
educational systems. Evolution also was 
introduced into our science classrooms at 
this time.  

 
Fabian Socialism in its infancy stage 

was taking over America from within. Its 
main targets to sabotage: the home, the 
school, the church and the government.  
Could this new eschatology (with a slight 
twist) have been part of a three-pronged 
attack by Satan upon America to separate 
the Church from the State by hitting 
church, education and government all 
about the same time?  It is a pertinent 
observation and legitimate question. 
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During this time revisionists like 
W.E. Woodard began rewriting America’s 
textbooks removing God from our 
providential history.  Economics replaced 
freedom of religious expression for the  
reason people came to the new world.  
Taxation without representation became 
the propaganda slogan for American 
history not freedom of religion and self 
determination.   
 

The Church and Clergy’s 
involvement in the creation and birth of 
the American State was systematically 
removed from our children’s textbooks 
and education curriculum.  The 
reputations of the Founding Fathers were 
purposefully rewritten to make them 
appear as deist not Christian. 

 
Is it a coincidence that now, after 

1800 years of consistent thinking by the 
early Church Fathers (pre-Nicean) about 
the return of Christ and the tribulation, 
that a new eschatology was cleverly being 
introduced (twisted so slightly) into the 
mainstream Church that would change 
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her understanding about her role toward 
guarding the State and her role in the 
second coming of Christ, the final 
overthrow of Satan’s kingdom and the 
ushering in of the millennial reign?  I’m 
asking. 

 
Has Satan tried to change our 

understanding of God’s end game 
strategy; that He will use the Church to 
finish off His enemies; to twist it ever so 
slightly to his advantage?  Have we been 
hoodwinked into believing we have no 
participation in the game, therefore we 
will not be prepared when called into 
action? 

 
34 And take heed to 

yourselves, lest at any time your 
hearts be overcharged with 
surfeiting, and drunkenness, and 
cares of this life, and so that day 
come upon you unawares. 

35 For as a snare shall it come 
on all them that dwell on the face of 
the whole earth. 
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I’m just asking.  Something has 
certainly made us underestimate the 
overcoming power of Christ and His 
Church.  Someone is trying desperately to 
keep the Church separated from the 
affairs of State.  But we must ask 
ourselves who and why? 

 
9 And to make all men see 

what is the fellowship of the 
mystery, which from the beginning 
of the world hath been hid in God, 
who created all things by Jesus 
Christ: 

10 To the intent that now 
unto the principalities and powers 
in heavenly places might be known 
by the church the manifold 
wisdom of God, 

11 According to the eternal 
purpose which he purposed in 
Christ Jesus our Lord: Eph 3:9-11 
 
Thanks for sticking with me 

through this chapter.  Maybe you see the 
cause as something else.  Please tell me, I 
want to know.  I want to root it out of our 
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collective thinking and preaching.  But 
somewhere and somehow our enemy 
came while we were sleeping and sowed 
something within our midst that may look 
like us, talk like us, but it’s not us… then 
he went his way. 

 
8 Be sober, be vigilant; 

because your adversary the devil, as 
a roaring lion, walketh about, 
seeking whom he may devour: 

9 Whom resist stedfast in the 
faith, knowing that the same 
afflictions are accomplished in your 
brethren that are in the world. 

10 But the God of all grace, 
who hath called us unto his eternal 
glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye 
have suffered a while, make you 
perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle 
you.

Go your ways: behold, I send you forth as 
lambs among wolves. Luke 10:3 
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Kill the sÅÅÄ ÔÈÁÔȭÓ ÔÏ ÉÎÈÅÒÉÔ ÔÈÅ 
earth.   That’s the purpose of abortion, 
plain and simple no matter what reasons 
Margaret Sanger may have given for her 
Malthusian Eugenics to rid the world of 
those racially inferior.   Yet the Church 
has abandoned in silence the innocent 
lambs in the womb because of Separation 
of Church and State.  Like Separation, 
abortion’s beginnings are rooted in the 
Garden.   Abortion and separation of 
Church and State are inseparable. 

 
Remember the three-fold blessing 

to Abraham and his seed Christ: land seed 
and blessing.  Satan must destroy all three 
because they stand in the way of his 
dominion of the earth. 

 
Abortion is Satan’s plan to remove 

the seed of the woman that shall inherit 
the dominion of the earth (land, State). 
 

The politics of abortion is as old as 
man himself.  The Bible mentions three 
major instances of infanticide (Exodus 1, 
Matthew 2, and Revelation 12).  In each 
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case its purpose is to rid the threat of 
unwanted segments of society to 
maintain political power of the ruling 
party: Pharaoh and the midwives, Herod 
killing the children and the intended 
infanticide of Revelation 12.  This is the 
identical philosophy of Margaret Sanger, 
founder of Planned Parenthood, which 
targets unwanted segments of society.   
  

Historically there have been 
broader instances of genocide upon entire 
ethnic populations regardless of age, but 
abortion’s target is the seed in the womb. 
Why the defenseless, innocent unborn of 
the womb? What has happened to the 
sanctity of the womb? Why did God need 
a virgin womb to incarnate His son? A 
seed was coming who would fulfill God’s 
eternal plan! 
 

I never cease to be amazed at the 
hypocrisy of the Hollywood elite and 
those on the left, but why should I? The 
Bible clearly states the condition of their 
minds.    
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“Unto the pure all things are pure: 
but unto them that are defiled and 
unbelieving is nothing pure; but 
even their mind and conscience is 
defiled. They profess that they 
know God; but in works they deny 
him, being abominable, and 
disobedient, and unto every good 
work reprobate,” (Titus 1:15-16). 

 
The ranting of Hollywood’s Russell 

Crowe on Twitter about circumcision 
illustrates my point.  
 

"Circumcision is barbaric and 
stupid," Crowe declared. "Who are 
you to correct nature? Is it real that 
GOD requires a donation of 
foreskin? Babies are perfect." 
    As followers began to tweet 
Crowe with reasons in favor of the 
medical procedure, he strongly 
stood by his opinions, calling one 
tweeter a "moron" and telling 
another to "sew up your a--." 
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Crowe, 47, insisted he was taking a 
stand for the perfection of babies. "I will 
always believe in God," he tweeted, "not 
man's interpretation of what God 
requires." 
   

"I love my Jewish friends, I love the 
apples and the honey and the funny little 
hats but stop cutting your babies," he 
wrote.” 
 

Yet in another Tweet Crowe stated, 
“Abortion should always be a woman’s 
choice, there is no benefit to ‘forced’ 
motherhood…you got it? Don’t like it then 
bye,”   
  

While California is debating the 
morality of circumcision it annually 
murders tens of thousands of innocent, 
defenseless American children in the 
womb. Where is the logic? Where is the 
sanity? Where is the humanity in all this? 
Has America’s social conscience been 
given over to reprobation (Romans 1:28). 
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It’s not just Hollywood.  What about 
the clergy?  Recently a friend’s 
organization placed a billboard in Soho, 
New York, that stated, The most 
dangerous place for an African American is 
in the womb.  

 
Over 60% of African American 

pregnancies in New York end in abortion.  
The next day the so-called Reverend Al 
Sharpton was there to see that the 
billboard was taken down. He, and others 
like him, is a wolf in sheep’s clothing. 
 

Since Roe v. Wade in 1973 more 
African American babies have been 
slaughtered by abortions than Jews killed 
in the Holocaust.  Is this the Great Society 
promised by President Lyndon B. Johnson 
and the Democratic Party whose platform 
advocates the killing of unborn American 
children by the millions? 
  

More than 50 million lifeless 
American babies of all races have left the 
gas chambers of Planned Parenthood and 
abortion clinics across this land, some to

The Demonization of our Children. 

  
It could not be better summarized 

as to the purpose of abortion: to give our 
children into the hands of Satan for their 
destruction.  We are passing our children 
through the fires of Moleck (Lev 18:21) all 
in the name of freedom of a woman’s 
choice; all in the silence of separation of 
church and state.  We are demonizing our 
children. 
 

The Politics of Abortion is nothing 
new.  It’s as old as the Garden of Eden 
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itself.  In fact, that’s where the origin of 
the Politics of Abortion is found.  No more 
frightening words to Satan’s ears are 
these: “And I will put enmity between 
thee and the woman, and between thy 
seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy 
head, and thou shalt bruise his heel,” 
(Genesis 3:15).   
 

The key in understanding the 
“demonizing forces” behind abortion is 
found in this verse.  Abortion is about the 
seed of the woman bruising the head of 
Satan.  This is the first prophetic glimpse 
of Christ, the seed of the woman, crushing 
Satan’s head while His own heel is 
bruised by the crucifixion of the cross – a 
notable characteristic by this means of 
death. 
 

Before sin entered man’s world 
(Ge.1-2) God commanded Adam and Eve 
(not Adam and Steve or Edie and Eve) to 
be fruitful and replenish the earth, in 
other words, to have children not abort 
them.  Sex was designed by God for the 
procreation and preservation of the 
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human race not selfish gratification then 
convenient termination of the fruit of the 
most wonderful gift God instilled in man – 
the ability to procreate another human 
life. 

 
Those prophetic words uttered by 

God in the Garden concerning the seed of 
the woman and its destined purpose, 
haunts Satan’s soul day and night. 

 
From the garden Satan has been 

destroying the children, the seed of the 
woman, desperately trying to avert his 
own abortion from the heavens.  Murder 
of the linage of Christ began in the first 
family with Cain slaying his brother Able.  
Satan will not rest until every seed is 
destroyed. But thank God the seed cannot 
be destroyed.  Spoken into its DNA by the 
word of the Lord is its divine destiny to 
destroy the enemy of God and reign with 
Christ on his throne. 

 
Next, Pharaoh would order the 

slaying of all male children (man child) 
but with one born out of the waters of the 
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Nile, God preserved the man child Moses 
to deliver the seed of Abraham and fulfill 
a 430 year old promise to inherit the 
promise land (State).

(man child) in an effort to destroy the 
seed of the woman.  

 
In Rama was there a voice 

heard, lamentation, and weeping, 
and great mourning, Rachel 
weeping for her children, and 
would not be comforted, because 
they are not. Matthew 2:18 
 
How many of the woman’s seed will 

Satan silence through a state of separation 
from the womb before he is stopped?  The 
slaughter will continue as long as the 
Church and her clergy strengthen the 
hands of the evildoers while remaining 
silent in their white-washed tombs of 
separation.   
  

If we do not repent God’s judgment 
upon America is inescapable.  The late 
prophet Leonard Ravenhill said that God 
will have to apologize to Sodom and 
Gomorrah if He spares America without 
her repenting.  Remember, Sodom had no 
Bible.

Woman and her seed is found in 

Revelation 12. 
 
 The last assault, the final round of 
this war between Satan and the woman’s 
seed occurs in the twelfth chapter of 
Revelation.  I know that dispensational 
eschatology makes a valiant effort to 
displace the fulfillment of this chapter to 
another time, another place and another 
woman, but within the chapter there are 
too many indications that this chapter is a 
prophetic glimpse of the fulfillment of 
Genesis 3:15. 
 
 I wish I could devote more space to 
this chapter but that is for another book. 
However, here are just a few things to 
think about from a covenantal 
perspective of the Church and State, 
dominion of the earth and the issue of 
abortion. 
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Revelation 12 
 
 This chapter is about the same 
three characters we find in Genesis 3 – 
the woman, her seed and that old serpent. 
What was lost in the garden, the 
dominion of the earth and the works of 
God’s creation are about to be restored to 
the Church. 
 

12:1 And there appeared a great 
wonder in heaven, a woman…  This 
woman has a heavenly eternal origin and 
purpose.  Her man child is to evict Satan 
once-and-for-all from the heavens to be 
eternally bound to the earth and 
ultimately the lake of fire.   

 
Satan still has access to the throne 

and accuses us before God day and night, 
but praise God, we have an advocate Who 
speaks on our behalf.  He is the man 
Christ Jesus – the exalted Head of the 
Church and State! 
 

12:2 And she being with child cried, 
travailing in birth, and pained to be 
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delivered.  The seed of the woman has 
reached its full development within the 
woman.  It is time for it to come forth out 
of the womb and fulfill its destiny. This is 
a painful time for the woman, but a time 
of revealing for the seed. 

 
A woman when she is in 

travail hath sorrow, because her 
hour is come: but as soon as she is 
delivered of the child, she 
remembereth no more the anguish, 
for joy that a man is born into the 
world.   John 16:21 
 
 
1 Thessalonians 5:2-6 
 

2 For yourselves know 
perfectly that the day of the Lord so 
cometh as a thief in the night. 

3 For when they shall say, 
Peace and safety; then sudden 
destruction cometh upon them, 
as travail upon a woman with 
child; and they shall not escape. 
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4 But ye, brethren, are not in 
darkness, that that day should 
overtake you as a thief. 

5 Ye are all the children of 
light, and the children of the day: 
we are not of the night, nor of 
darkness. 

6 Therefore let us not sleep, 
as do others; but let us watch and 
be sober. (Wise Virgins!) 

 
 

12:3 And there appeared another 
wonder in heaven; and behold a great red 
dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, 
and seven crowns upon his heads.  This 
verse describes a revived Roman State 
with seven kings with 10 inferior kings.  
Rome did not exist in this political 
configuration during the life of Christ. 
Only six heads of the beast existed at the 
time of Christ and there were no 10 
inferior kings.  Rome would later divide 
into 10 smaller kingdoms.  But in chapter 
12, all seven heads and 10 horns will 
exists when these events occur.   
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The 10 horns are crowned and 
receive power from the antichrist 
following the dragon’s expulsion from 
heaven.  Satan is bound to the earth from 
that point on until he is chained and cast 
into the bottomless pit for 1000 years 
(13:1). 

 
12:4 And his tail drew the third part 

of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to 
the earth: and the dragon stood before the 
woman which was ready to be delivered, 
for to devour her child as soon as it was 
born.  There can be no doubt this dragon 
represents Satan and his fallen angelic 
army.  Again his goal and intent is to stop 
the seed of the woman from coming forth 
from the womb. But he cannot stop what 
God has declared by the word of His 
mouth!  The seed is coming forth to fulfill 
God’s command and will deliver the final 
blow to his head.   
 
The rapture is not about escaping the 
antichrist but confronting the dragon! 
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These next few verses opened my 
eyes to the purpose of the rapture. It will 
be an empowered overcoming army, a 
bride in combat boots that is caught up; 
not to retreat in weakness but to make 
the final assault on the serpent’s head. 
  

12:5 And she brought forth a man 
child, who was to rule all nations with a 
rod of iron: and her child was caught up 
unto God, and to his throne.   The seed of 
the woman is destined to rule the nations 
from the throne of Christ, a direct 
promise given to the church, and to 
bruise the head of Satan under their feet.   
 
 Spoken to the church of Thyatira: 
 

26 And he that overcometh, and 
keepeth my works unto the end, to 
him will I give power over the 
nations: 
27 And he shall rule them with a 
rod of iron; as the vessels of a 
potter shall they be broken to 
shivers: even as I received of my 
Father.                          Rev 2:26-27 
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Spoken to the church of Laodicea: 
 
21 To him that overcometh will I 
 grant to sit with me in my throne, 
even as I also overcame, and am set 
down with my Father in his throne. 
22 He that hath an ear, let him hear 
what the Spirit saith unto the 
churches.                      Rev 3:21-22 
 
12:9 And the great dragon was cast 

out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and 
Satan… He is described as that old serpent 
which is the form he took in the garden.  
Now at the end of the age he has taken the 
form of a dragon. 

 
What started in Genesis 3 between 

the woman and the serpent is now being 
finished in Revelation 12.  The surveyed 
line has finally reached its predestined 
mark.  The dots are connected and the 
eternal plan of the Garden, a Perfect 
Church ruling over the Perfect State, is 
soon to appear in the earth.  Dominion 
will be restored and the earth returned to 
its rightful owner.  All debts will be 
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cleared and slaves set free. It will be the 
Year of the Jubilee! 
 

12:10 And I heard a loud voice 
saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, 
and strength, and the kingdom of our God, 
and the power of his Christ: for the accuser 
of our brethren is cast down, which 
accused them before our God day and 
night.  The Lord’s Prayer is finally 
answered: the kingdom is now coming on 
earth because we have been delivered 
from the evil one and he has been aborted 
from heaven.   

 
The kingdom is now established in 

heaven, allowing it to become a 
manifestation on earth.  Within three and 
a half years from this chapter, Satan will 
be bound in chains and cast into the 
bottomless pit for 1000 years. 
 

12:11 And they overcame him by the 
blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their 
testimony; and they loved not their lives 
unto the death.  Satan is not evicted from 
heaven by one individual but many… they 
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overcame him.  Even though Michael and 
his angels fight, this victory is reserved 
for the Church; this is the eternal purpose 
of the Church.  The Church is the 
instrument through whom God will 
display his infinite wisdom to all 
principalities and powers (Ephesians 
3:11). It is to the seed of the woman this 
privilege is reserved. 
 

9 And to make all men see what is 
the fellowship of the mystery, 
which from the beginning of the 
world hath been hid in God, who 
created all things by Jesus Christ: 
10 To the intent that now unto the 
principalities and powers in 
heavenly places might be known 
by the church the manifold 
wisdom of God, 
11 According to the eternal purpose 
which he purposed in Christ Jesus 
our Lord: Ephesians 3:9-11 
 

 Their authority to serve this notice 
of eviction is by the blood of the lamb and 
the word of their testimony.  Certainly 
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none other than the church could these 
qualifications apply. 
 

12:12 Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, 
and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the 
inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for 
the devil is come down unto you, having 
great wrath, because he knoweth that he 
hath but a short time.  The Devil is angry, 
he realizes God’s plan cannot be stopped 
and the seed of the woman has done 
exactly what God had said 6000 years 
earlier. Beginning in chapters 13 – 19, he 
sets about with one last desperate 
attempt for the dominion of the earth and 
its empires.  All hell will break loose on 
the earth. It will be a time of Great 
Tribulation. 

 
 I realize I have probably raised 
more questions here than I could answer, 
however, my point is to hopefully make 
my argument clear that Separation of 
Church and State and dominion for the 
earth have always been the issues and the 
struggles since the garden.  God will have 
a unified Church and State.  We must align 
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our eschatological thinking to His eternal 
purposes if we are to understand our role 
in these last days.  Are we preparing to 
escape or occupy till He comes?  
 

For me, how I had been viewing this 
issue determined my attitudes about 
separation of Church and State.  Honestly, 
how ‘bout you?   
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 Chapter Ten 
The Pendulum is Swinging 
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Now at this point I personally have 
more questions than answers as to how 
this all is going to happen.  How will there 
arise in the earth a glorious church, 
without spot or wrinkle or any such thing, 
with no walls of division with Christ her 
sovereign head and king?  How will 
dominion of the State be restored to the 
Church in practical every day means?  
Who is the Church for that matter? Who 
will be in charge?  What will that glorious 
Church look like? 
 

Not by power, not by might, but by my 
spirit says the Lord. 

 
The Pendulum is Swinging 

 
 If my survey from Genesis 1-2 has 
any validity or merit, then I assert that the 
pendulum reached the height of its arc 
(and antithesis to Genesis 1-2) with 
Constantine and began its return to the 
divine intent of Genesis 1-2 with Luther 
and the Reformation.  If so, the Church is 
still in the process, in the swing of things, 
of the restoration of all things and we 
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should take our cue from the pendulum’s 
direction in understanding what’s next 
for the Church. 
 
 In order for the Church to regain 
her rightful place of possessing the 
dominion of the earth and exercise her 
authority over the works of God’s 
creation (the State), then there must first 
be a complete restoration of the Church to 
its original expression.  The forming will 
be finished in the likeness of Christ. 
 

According to Scripture it has to 
transpire before Christ can return. 

 
 Repent ye therefore, and be 

converted, that your sins may be 
blotted out, when the times of 
refreshing (the latter rain) shall 
come from the presence of the 
Lord; 

20 And he shall send Jesus 
Christ, which before was preached 
unto you: 

21 Whom the heaven must 
receive (hold) until  the times of 
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restitution of all things, which 
God hath spoken by the mouth of all 
his holy prophets since the world 
began.   Acts 3:19-21 

  
James 5:7-8: 
 

7 Be patient therefore, brethren, 
unto the coming of the Lord. 
Behold, the husbandman (Jesus) 
waiteth for the precious fruit of the 
earth, and hath long patience for it, 
until  he receive the early and 
latter rain. 
8 Be ye also patient; stablish your 
hearts: for the coming of the Lord 
draweth nigh. 
 
The earth and all its creatures are 

waiting with long patience for this one 
event to transpire.   
 
Romans 8:18-23 

 
18 For I reckon that the sufferings 
of this present time are not worthy 
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to be compared with the glory 
which shall be revealed in us. 
19 For the earnest expectation of 
the creature waiteth for the 
manifestation of the sons of God. 
20 For the creature was made 
subject to vanity, not willingly, 
but by reason of him who hath 
subjected the same in hope, 
21 Because the creature itself 
also shall be delivered from the 
bondage of corruption into the 
glorious liberty of the children of 
God. (The State is restored to the 
Church!) 
22 For we know that the whole 
creation groaneth and travaileth 
in pain together until now. 
23 And not only they, but ourselves 
also, which have the firstfruits of 
the Spirit, even we ourselves groan 
within ourselves, waiting for the 
adoption (the setting forth), to wit, 
the redemption of our body. 

 
 Before the earth (State) is delivered 
from the curse and effects of sin, the 
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Church must be restored to her original 
glory – the glory that shall be revealed in 
us.  God will not deliver the State to an 
imperfect, incomplete Church! 
 

Does Acts Give Us A Clue? 
 
After His resurrection, Jesus spent 

40 days (probation of fulfillment) teaching 
His disciples (120 – the beginning of a new 
move of God often accompanied with 
judgment) about things pertaining to the 
kingdom of God (Acts 1:3).  His kingdom 
teachings were so relevant to their time 
(under the State of Rome) the disciples 
were compelled to ask: 

 
Lord, wilt thou at this time restore 

again the kingdom to Israel? Acts 1:6 
 
Three days prior to this 40 day 

discipleship seminar Jesus had been 
crucified, buried, carried our sin to hell, 
rose from the grave, but what topic was 
the seminar on? The Kingdom of God! Not 
about sin, repentance, but things 
pertaining to the kingdom of God. 
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Yes Jesus came to die for our sin, 
but more importantly He came that once 
that sin which separated us from the 
dominion of the earth was removed, we 
could get on with the important stuff – 
things pertaining to the kingdom of God!   
 
Mark 16:15-20 

 
15 And he said unto them, Go 

ye into all the world, and preach the 
gospel to every creature. 

16 He that believeth and is 
baptized shall be saved; but he that 
believeth not shall be damned. 

17 And these signs shall 
follow them that believe; In my 
name shall they cast out devils; they 
shall speak with new tongues; 

18 They shall take up 
serpents; and if they drink any 
deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; 
they shall lay hands on the sick, and 
they shall recover. 

19 So then after the Lord had 
spoken unto them, he was received 
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up into heaven, and sat on the right 
hand of God. 

20 And they went forth, and 
preached everywhere, the Lord 
working with them, and confirming 
the word with signs following. 
Amen. 
 
The first question asked by the 

disciples wasn’t: What did it feel like to 
die, or, Did you see a bright light when you 
gave up the ghost? No, it was: Lord, wilt 
thou at this time restore again the 
kingdom to Israel? Most Christians spend 
their entire spiritual walk talking about 
sin issues and never discover the promise 
land of the kingdom! 

 
We hear a lot of preaching on 

repentance and that is important, but 
what is the purpose of repentance? Is it 
just dealing with the issue of forgiveness 
of sin and not going to hell?  No!  Repent, 
for the kingdom of God is at hand. 
 
 Repentance makes us part of the 
Church. Repentance eliminates our 
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separation from the kingdom.  
Repentance restores our dominion over 
the works of God’s hand (the State). 
 

Adam and Eve’s commission as 
custodians and guardians of the earth will 
be fulfilled through Christ and the Church.  
As we have seen from Ephesians 3:9-11, 
God’s long kept secret solution to the 
usurpation of the State from man is the 
Church.  This secret was hid in the 
beginning and not revealed until 4000 
years later (somewhere past the middle 
of the pendulum’s swing). 

 
Just as we have seen principles in 

Genesis that allow us to see what 
happened; Acts 1-3, I believe, shows us 
prophetic principles of what God wants 
His Church to look like and how it will be 
restored. 

 
I believe the restored and perfected 

(matured) Church of Revelation 19:7-8, 
will look like the church of Acts 1-3. 
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And I heard as it were the 
voice of a great multitude, and as 
the voice of many waters, and as the 
voice of mighty thunderings, saying, 
Alleluia: for the Lord God 
omnipotent reigneth. 

7 Let us be glad and rejoice, 
and give honour to him: for the 
marriage of the Lamb is come, and 
his wife hath made herself ready. 

8 And to her was granted that 
she should be arrayed in fine linen, 
clean and white: for the fine linen is 
the righteousness of saints. 

9 And he saith unto me, 
Write, Blessed are they which are 
called unto the marriage supper of 
the Lamb.  Rev 19:6-9 

 
What Genesis 1-3 is to the creation 

of the earth (State), I believe Acts 1-3 is to 
the creation of the Church.   In Genesis 3 
man is cast out of the Garden.  In Acts 3, a 
certain man (40 years old – probation of 
fulfillment) lame from his mother’s womb 
(born under the curse of original sin) is 
healed (restored) and enters the Temple.  
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This man, I believe, represents 
Adam, who has been waiting all day for 
Peter and John (grace and truth) to come 
and extend the right hand of restoration 
and authority so that he might enter the 
Temple (Kingdom). 
 

If what we see in Revelation 21-22 
with the restoring of Church and State, we 
should be able with some understanding 
know the direction of the plan of God for 
the Church is taking and understand to 
some extent where we are on the arc?  
Most importantly does the Bible give us 
any clues? 
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Chapter Eleven 
The Early Church and Politics 
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  Did the Jewish clergy engage in the 
politics of Rome?  What did Jesus think 
about the preachers of his day and why? 
 

Did the Apostle Paul mix politics 
and religion or did he practice separation 
of church and state?  Or, did he use his 
Roman citizenship to protect his rights to 
preach the gospel? 
 

What was the relationship between 
Judaism and the State in the first century? 
How did Jesus and the early Apostles deal 
with the State and their rights to express 
religious liberties?  After all, most of the 
arguments that preachers have given me 
as to why the Church and politics can’t 
mix today use the New Testament as their 
text. 
 

In the first century, Judaism and 
Rome had formed a symbiotic 
relationship through Herod’s massive 
building projects to perpetrate his name 
throughout history.   



The Church: In A State of Separation 

 

195 
 

The renovation of the Temple in 
Jerusalem was just one of Herod’s many 
temples he built to pagan gods to appease 
the gentile populace throughout the 
Roman Empire.  The Temple in Jerusalem 
was to be his grandest project along with 
the Port of Caesarea. 

In exchange for a refurbished 
Temple the Sanhedrin agreed to keep the 
Jewish people in line with the politics of 
Rome.  Rome (The State) built the Jews a 
Temple, gave them special incentives 
from the State as long as they taught the 
populace to render unto Caesar.  It was a 
convenient arrangement as long as the 
Sadducees and Pharisees (Wouldn’tsees 
and Couldn’tsees) contained the 
occasional radical prophet like John the 
Baptist or Jesus from stirring up the 
masses by preaching the truth about 
separation of State and Church. 
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What the State could not provide for 
the Second Temple. 

 
The Second (post-Babylonian exile) 

Temple, originally built in 521 BC under 
the edit of Persian King Darius (Ezra 5), 
was (in 19 BC) modernized by Herod’s 
massive remodeling and expansion 
project.  However, this second Temple 
was missing several key pieces of 
furniture found in Solomon’s Temple and 
originally in Moses’ and David’s 
Tabernacles.  All these holy objects 
belonged in the Holy of Holies. 

 
The missing items were:   

 
¶ The Ark of the Covenant 

containing the tablets of the Law, 
the golden pot of manna and 
Aaron’s rod. 
 

¶ The Urim and the Thummim, the 
two identical stones (one white and 
one black) kept in the High Priest’s 
breastplate used for knowing God’s 
direction and guidance. 
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¶ The Holy Oil that consecrated the 
priests for service and acceptance 
before God. 

 
¶ The Sacred Fire which represented 

the power of atonement in 
consuming the sacrifice for sins. 

 
¶ The Shekinah (Ruach HaKodesh – 

Holy Spirit) that hovered above the 
Holy Place. 

 
All these items pertained to the Holy of 

Holies where God dwelt above the Mercy 
Seat on the Ark of the Covenant. The High 
Priest could only enter the Holy of Holies 
once a year on the Day of Atonement and 
only then with the sacrificial blood. 
 

What Herod’s Temple did contain were 
the objects found in the Holy Place and 
Outer Court: 
 
¶ The Lampstand (Minorah) 
¶ The Golden Altar of Incense 
¶ The Table of Shewbread 
¶ The Brazen Altar 
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  Without going into detail, what 
Herod’s (remodeled, modernized, 
furnished by the State) Temple provided 
were all those things pertaining to man’s 
obligations (abilities to perform) to the 
Covenant with Jehovah. 

 
What were missing were all those 

items that required Jehovah’s obligation 
(His ability to perform) to the Covenant 
with Israel.  In other words, the Jews had 
a form of godliness but denied the power 
thereof.  Jehovah, however, would not be 
part of this Church and State alignment.  

 
Yet all of those missing item would 

later enter the Second Temple in the 
embodiment of one person – Jesus Christ! 
HE is the Ark, the Law, the Bread of 
Heaven, the rod, the Mercy Seat, the Urim 
and Thummin, the oil, the fire and the 
Shekinah. 

 
What a description of the modern day 

Church.  Where is the evidence of the Ark 
in the church? Where is the preaching of 
His word, the sacred anointing upon the 
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preachers?  Where is the fire to reveal 
and reprove sin? The absolute 
authoritative direction of the Urim and 
the Thummim (Thus saith the LORD!) has 
been replaced with moral relativism 
(Hath God said?) in the clergy’s 
understanding of a Biblical world view. 

 
We have mega-churches in metro-

cities but where is the mega-move of God 
in America?  There must be a restoration 
of the Ark in our churches if there is to be 
revival in America.  Sin must be called for 
what it is – SIN! There must be a clear 
voice for the sheep of God’s pasture to 
follow – this is the way, walk ye in it.  
There must be that visible evidence upon 
the lives of God’s chosen that His Spirit is 
with us. 

 
But if today’s church remains in her 

denial of separation concerning her 
adulterous affair with the State there will 
be no revival in America and there will be 
no hope for our nation.  
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Destroy this Temple and in three days I 
will raise it up . 

 
 When Jesus gave up the ghost on 
the cross he cried out, IT IS FINISHED!  At 
that moment the veil in Herod’s Temple 
was rent from top to bottom exposing the 
empty powerless state of that Temple’s 
Holy of Holies.  Like Ichabod, the 
grandson of Eli the High priest, the glory 
of the Lord had departed!   
 
 Tradition says the Jews sewed the 
cross-rent veil back together and went on 
worshipping under their state run 
arrangement until in 66 AD when the 
Jewish populous, not the preachers, 
rebelled against Rome.  Four years later 
under Titus, 70 AD, Jerusalem along with 
the Second Temple were destroyed. 
 
 The priests of the Temple were not 
interested in the Truth, nor the people, 
they were concerned with preserving 
their traditions and way of living no 
matter what the compromise they had to 
make with the State. 
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 As a result of their illicit 
relationship with the Roman State the 
Jewish clergy missed the Messiah at His 
first coming.  Will today’s preachers also 
be so consumed with the separation of 
Church and State and rendering unto 
Caesar that they miss Him at His second 
coming? 
 

The hypocrisy of the clergy using the 
argument of separation of  

Church and State. 
 

If there truly is a Constitutional 
separation between Church and State, 
then the State has no legal authority over 
the Church.  How can the 501c3 
exemption apply to the Church if there is 
separation!?  It can’t! 

 
But the reason tax exemption 

applies to the Church is because there is 
no separation – the State rules the Church.  
This is exactly what our Founding Fathers 
did not want – a State ruled Church.  But 
instead of just one particular 
denomination being controlled by the 
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State, we now have ALL denominations in 
submission and silence to the State.   

 
The Church is in bed with Rome and 

refuses to admit it.  Today’s clergy is in a 
state of denial.  We kiss Caesar’s ring on 
one hand, but on the other hand we deny 
any relationship with him.  Our 
arrangement with Caesar is bought with 
30 pieces of silver (tax exempt no doubt) 
for our silence. 

 
If those of the clergy who truly 

believe that the Church has no place in 
politics, then let them give up their 501c3 
tax exempt status (a political favor from 
the State) and dissolve their corporate 
relationship with the beast of Rome and 
pay taxes – render unto Caesar what is 
his.   

 
Herod’s Temple was a busy place 

outwardly – in the outer court and holy 
place – but there was NOTHING 
HAPPENING IN THE HOLY OF HOLIES!   
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All the people and the preachers 
were busy every Sabbath making their 
sacrifices and singing their praises.  It was 
the place to be and be seen.  There was 
only one problem with the First Church of 
Herod – God wasn’t there! 

 
There was no Ark, no presence, no 

Covenant, no authority, no word, no 
anointing, no power for forgiveness and 
no power of His Spirit.  Herod’s Temple 
was filled with empty religious busyness. 
And Christ’s death on the cross only 
reminded Israel and her priests of this 
fact when He rent the veil exposing the 
emptiness of its Holiest Room.   

 
God was through living in the 

temples of man’s making.  In fifty days He 
would move into His new home – the 
Church, the lively stones of men, as His 
Shekinah would fill those 120 Believers 
awaiting the promise of the Father.  What 
was not seen over Herod’s Temple, the 
Shekinah, was about to be seen over the 
heads of the 120 in the upper room – the 
fire of God’s presence! 
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 I indeed baptize you with 
water unto repentance: but he that 
cometh after me is mightier than I, 
whose shoes I am not worthy to 
bear: he shall baptize you with the 
Holy Ghost, and with fire: Matt 3:11 
 

 Jesus dealt with a State Church that 
eventually crucified him. They tolerated 
His teachings and miracles, but three days 
after turning over the money tables, He 
was on the cross! 
  

 If the American preachers, priests 
and rabbis don’t wake up soon an 
American State-run Church will crucify 
any man of God left who will stand up for 
the truth.  

 
Paul asserted his rights as a citizen of 

Rome to preach the resurrection of 
Jesus. 

 
 Paul dealt with the same State-run 
Church and the same State bought-and-
paid-for clergy that Jesus contended with. 
These same preachers that crucified Jesus 
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on more than one occasion tried to kill 
Paul.  The state-run church tried to 
silence his expression of religion in the 
public arena. Don’t preach in that name! 
 
 Paul should be the example to all 
American clergy as to how we should 
think and act in our relationship with the 
State in fulfilling the Great Commission. 
 
 Like Paul, American Christians 
should realize they are citizens of two 
countries – physically we are Americans, 
citizens of the greatest nation on earth 
and spiritually we are citizens of the 
Kingdom of God.  Paul had dual 
citizenship.  He is unique because most 
first century Christians did not enjoy this 
privilege. 
 

Though the political situation of the 
first century church is quite different than 
the American Church today many 
principles apply to us.  The early church, 
before Constantine, was not recognized 
by the State and had no rights; however 
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Paul as a citizen of Rome did have certain 
rights given him by the State. 
 
 When the Jewish Roman-controlled 
Church violated his personal State-given 
rights, Paul appealed to the State for 
those rights. Those rights were: that no 
Roman citizen could be executed except 
being convicted of treason to Rome and 
that every Roman citizen could appeal his 
case directly to Caesar. Paul appealed to 
both of these laws which took him to 
Rome. 
 
 Like Paul, we Americans must know 
and exercise our Constitutional rights to 
freely and boldly proclaim Christ in the 
market place regardless of what a 
compromised American Church believes.  
If needed, we must appeal our rights to 
the Supreme Court of the Land. 
 
 As it was with Pilate (the Roman 
State) finding no fault in Jesus, neither did 
Rome find fault in Paul.  The problem in 
both cases wasn’t the State, but the State-
controlled Church and their 
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misunderstanding of Scripture – hath God 
said!  Like Cain killing Abel (over which 
sacrifice, the business of religion, was 
right), it was the religious crowd that was 
responsible for Christ’s crucifixion.  If the 
Jews would have known who Jesus was 
they would not have crucified Him.  What 
crucified Christ was hath God said.  
 
 Paul further exhorts the church to 
be politically involved by praying for 
those in government. 
 
1 Timothy 2:1-2 
 

I exhort therefore, that, first of all, 
supplications, prayers, 
intercessions, and giving of thanks, 
be made for all men; 
2 For kings, and for all that are in 
authority; that we may lead a quiet 
and peaceable life in all godliness 
and honesty. 
 

 The first century church did not 
have a Constitution or Bill of Rights to 
address grievances with the government.  
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Their only appeal was to the court of 
Heaven through supplications, prayers, 
intercessions, and giving of thanks to 
change the king’s mind. 
 
 Prayer is the most powerful 
political weapon we posses, but it not the 
only means at our disposal to acquire a 
quiet and peaceable life in all godliness 
and honesty.  As American Christians we 
have been given something that no other 
generation of Believer’s had – a domain, a 
promise land, governed by a 
Constitutional Republic of the people, by 
the people and for the people.  
 
To whom much is given shall much be 

required. 
 
 A church and its clergy 
compromised by the state will ultimately 
be destroyed by the state.  As was the 
case with Jerusalem and Herod’s Temple 
being leveled by Titus in 70 AD, so to will 
the apostate end-time church, the Whore, 
be destroyed by the beast, the State, upon 
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whom she rides as described in book of 
Revelation. 
 

And the ten horns which thou 
sawest upon the beast, these shall 
hate the whore, and shall make her 
desolate and naked, and shall eat 
her flesh, and burn her with fire. 
                                              Rev 17:16 

 
 Just as Satan worked through the 
first century Jewish clergy and Church 
(Temple) to stop Christ as His first 
coming, he will once again at the end of 
this age work through a compromised 
state controlled religious system – a one 
world church. 
 
 God has never called us to 
compromise but to stand firm in the truth, 
to come out from among them and be a 
separate and peculiar people. 
 
 He is calling his prophets and 
servants this hour to make a stand. Where 
will you stand today? 
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
